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‘ About the Institute

Communication disorders are difficul-
ties involving speech, language and or
hearing, which have been accepted as a
major public health issue as they com-
promise early childhood development,
restrict vocational attainment and
attenuate the economic well-being of the
society.

The All India Institute of Speech and
Hearing (AIISH), Mysore, is the fore-
most organization in the country, man-
dated to help and support people with
communication disorders. Founded in
1965 as an autonomous institute under
the Ministry of Health and Family
Welfare, Government of India, AIISH
has been successfully carrying out its
activities for the last 47 years. In pursuit
of its mission of ensuring effective
communication by one and all, the
institute (a) generates and prepares
knowledgeable and skilled practitioners
in Speech - Language Pathology and
Audiology and allied fields, who can
provide state-of-the art, client-centered
service in multiple settings, (b) conducts
both basic and applied research in areas
related to communication disorders and
disseminates the findings among the
local, national and international audi-
ences, (c) provides affordable, accessible
and high-quality speech, language, and
hearing clinical services to the needy
ones, and (d) develops, implements and
evaluates education and outreach pro-
grams to address the prevention, inter-
vention and control of communication

disorders. Started as an institute to train
the postgraduate students in Speech and
Hearing, today AIISH has grown into the
largest institute in the country offering
various diploma, graduate, postgradu-
ate, postgraduate diploma, doctoral and
post doctoral programs in the field, in
addition to rendering clinical services to
thousands of persons with communica-
tion disorders from all over the country
and conducting multi-faceted research
to find solutions to the challenges of
communication disorders. All these
activities are spearheaded by the experts
working in 11 departments of the
Institute, namely, Audiology, Centre for
Rehabilitation and Education through
Distance Mode, Clinical Psychology,
Clinical Services, Electronics, Otorhino-
laryngology, Prevention of Communi-
cation Disorders, Special Education,
Speech-Language Pathology, Speech-
Language Sciences, and Material
Development.

The institute has been recognised as a
Centre of Excellence in the area of deaf-
ness by World Health Organization, as a
Centre of Advanced Research by
University Grants Commission, as a
Science & Technology Institute by
Department of Science and Technology,
Government of India and as the nodal
centre for implementation of prevention
and control of deafness by Ministry of
Health & Family Welfare, Government
of India.






‘ Message from the Director

[ am proud to present the 47" annual
report of the All India Institute of Speech
and Hearing, Mysore. This report sum-
marizes the activities of the institute for
the year2011-12.

In 2011-12, the institute continued to be
committed to academic, research, clini-
cal and public education activities
pertaining to communication and its
disorders. 2011-12 was another success-
ful year during which the institute
progressed towards expanding its
existing activities and initiated new
activities.

The up gradation proposal of the insti-
tute was finalized and the EFC was
submitted to the Ministry in the month of
March 2012. The twelfth five-year plan
proposals were prepared and sent to the
Ministry in time. Dr. S. R. Savithri,
Director attended India 2011 at the Dept.
Of Electronics & Telecommunication,
Norwegian University of Science &
Technology, Trondheim, Norway and
presented the activities of the institute

and probable collaborative projects.

Following the University of Mysore
decision, the institute introduced choice
based credit system for post-graduate
programs. The faculty members incorpo-
rated state-of-the art instructional tech-

nologies for class room teaching. The
institute got affiliation for the post-
graduate diploma program on Alterna-
tive and Augmentative Communication
by the University of Mysore. The
approval of the Rehabilitation Council of
India is awaited. The faculty and staff of
the institute delivered 117 invited talks
outside and within the institute. Eight
guest lectures from eminent profession-
als were arranged during the report year.
The institute conducted 102 orientation
programmes, and 27 professional work-
shops, seminars and conferences per-
taining to communication disorders and
related topics.

During the reporting year, the institute
witnessed active research by faculty and
students on almost all topics of commu-
nication and its disorders. The institute
had extramural and intramural research
and student research. AIISH saw the
maximum number of extramural
research funded by the Department of
Science & Technology, Ministry of
Science & Technology, Govt. of India and
Indian Council of Medical Research. A
total of 22 research projects were com-
pleted, and 43 research projects ongoing
and 35 projects were initiated. Two
candidates were awarded doctoral
degree and 6 candidates submitted the



Ph.D. thesis. In addition, 50 students
were pursuing their doctoral research in
different departments of the institute.
Eighty nine post-graduate students
submitted their master's dissertation and
71 students were pursuing dissertation
under the supervision of the faculty of
the institute. Sixty six scientific articles
were presented in international and
national workshops/ seminars/ confer-
ences and 60 articles were published in
peer reviewed international and national
journals and proceedings. Also 5 chap-
ters were written by the faculty in books.
One Research fellow and two of the
faculty members attended the 9" Oxford
Dysfluency Conference at UK.

It is gratifying to report that around
47756 patients with communication
disorders from all over the country and
overseas were served by the institute.
Further, specialized clinical services
were augmented by launching special-
ized clinical units on Structural Orofacial
Anomalies, Learning Disability, and
clinic for Motor Speech Disorders. Under
the outreach clinical service program,
new born screening was initiated at
AIISH, Mysore, SCB Medical College &
Hospital, Cuttack and RIMS, Imphal.
13031 babies were screened for commu-
nication disorders. 4294 individuals
were screened for communication
disorders and 215 clients were offered

with tele-diagnostic and and tele-

intervention services.

In addition, 12 monthly public lectures
were held and 29 public education
materials were prepared. One hundred
and ninety eight children with various
communication disorders enrolled in the
pre-school training program. Software
on faculty assessment was developed by
the Department of Electronics. The
institute purchased several sophisticated
scientific equipments, E-books and
bibliographic databases. Construction of
Knowledge Park and quarters com-
menced. Also, renovation and retrofit of

old buildings was done.

The objective of
U-SOFA is to provide multi disciplinary
assessment and rehabilitation of clients
with structural orofacial anomalies and
develop specialized speech assessment
and evidence-based rehabilitation
techniques.

Savithri, Director, addressed the meet
and placed on record the excellent service
of the coordinators. She briefed the
objectives of the meet and each of the
coordinator presented on the progress of
the center, feedback of the previous year,
admission to the DHLS program for the
current year, requirements and other
matters for the year 2011-12.

candidates appeared for the B.Sc.
entrance examination held in different
parts of the country. Entrance examina-
tions to M.Sc. (Audiology) and M.Sc.

VI. Other Financial Assistance

VII. Faculty

The experienced and well qualified
teachers of the institute were engaged in
teaching and mentoring the students and
were available for supporting learners in
every possible manner. The institute had
afaculty strength of 50 during the report-
ing year which includes 43 regular and 7
contract staff. Category-wise, there were
31 lecturers, 8 readers and 11 professors.

One permanent and seven contract
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teaching staff were appointed newly
during the period. Expertise in allied
areas such as paediatrics, pathology,
neurology and genetics were augmented
by inviting faculty from other premier
healthcare institutions in Mysore such as
Govt. Medical College, JSS Medical
College, and BGS Apollo Hospital.

The
stimuli presented in the manual have been field tested and thus
has proved to be effective in the management of persons with
non-fluent aphasia.

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@ Clinical Services

The institute offers a broad range of
evidence-based diagnostic evaluation
and treatment services for clients with
communication disorders of all ages,

frominfants to the elderly.

This chapter details the clinical activities
carried out during the reporting year
under the following headings: (i) general
clinical services, (ii) specialized clinical
services, (iii) special educational-cum
clinical services, (iv) medical specialty
services, (V) clinical electronic services, and
(vi) clinical support services. The
department of clinical services coordinated
the clinical activities provided by the
institute.

I. General Clinical Services

Highly skilled clinical practitioners of
the departments of audiology, speech-
language pathology, speech-language
sciences along with allied practitioners at
the departments of otorhinolaryngology
and clinical psychology delivered
general clinical services pertaining to
communication disorders during the
reporting year. The institute also offered
a range of specialized speech, language
and hearing, and medical specialty

services to the needy clients.
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Totally 47,756 persons were registered
for availing clinical services at the
institute during the reporting year. This
includes 19,382 new and 28,374 review
cases. There were new clients from all
the Indian states (except Arunachal
Pradesh, Punjab, Sikkim and Thripura),
union territories and countries like
Nepal, Bangladesh and Maldives. The
geographical details of clients are given
in table 15. Majority of the clients (18059)
were from Karnataka, the state in which
the institute is located followed by the
neighboring states of Kerala (735), Tamil
Nadu(251) and Andra Pradesh (152).
There were 21 clients from north-east
region of the country. The age-wise and
gender-wise details are given in figure 2.
Males (12075) outnumbered females
(7307) in availing clinical services and
the major age group of clients was 20-40
followed by 0-5 with 5067 and 3476

numbers, respectively.

Speech and Language Assessment and
Rehabilitation: The speech and
language outpatient unit evaluated 7370
clients during the reporting year. Of
them, 6931 were identified with various
kinds of speech and language disorders
and 439 were found to have normal

speech. 4988 persons had language
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disorders. 608 persons had voice
disorders, 688 had fluency disorders, 505
had articulation disorders and 142 had
multiple disorders. The details of clients
with speech and language disorders
along with the category of disorders are

givenin table 16.

Clients requiring further management
were given various speech/language
therapies depending upon the type and
severity of disorder, for a number of
daily sessions of 45 minutes duration. A
total of 32,275 such therapy sessions
were conducted for 5565 persons with
speech/ language disorders during the
reporting year. The details of disorder-
wise distribution of therapy are given in
table17.

Audiological Assessment and
Rehabilitation: Hearing evaluation of
11365 clients was carried out by
administering various audiological tests
such as pure tone audiometry, speech
audiometry and otoacoustic emission
and threshold-equalizing noise test.
Totally 21890 ears were diagnosed with
different degrees of hearing loss
including severe (3995) and profound
(3531) cases. Further, different types of
hearing loss such as sensori-neural loss,
mixed, conductive, auditory processing
disorders and auditory dys-synchrony
were identified during the evaluation.
The details of hearing evaluation and
diagnosis are givenin table 18.

Psychological Assessment and
Rehabilitation: The patients registered
for availing clinical services at the
institute underwent routine psychometric
assessment at the psycho-diagnostic clinic
of the Department of Clinical Psychology.
The assessments carried out at the clinic
include (i) pre-vocational assessment for
persons with communication disorders,
(ii) neuro-psychological evaluations for
individuals with neuro linguistic/
communication problems, (iii) psycho-
educational achievement testing and
grade level assessment for children with
scholastic backwardness and academic
under achievement, (iv) behavior
assessment for children with problem
behaviors/skill deficits and (v) family
assessment on specific cases requiring

family intervention programs.

Psychometric assessment of 5587 new
and 922 review cases was done at the
clinic during the reporting year. The new
cases include patients with mental
retardation (1767), expressive language
disorders (1067), hearing loss (468),

Otorhinolaryngological Assessment and
Rehabilitation: The Otorhinolaryngo-
logical assessment and rehabilitation for
persons with communication disorders
were carried out by the ENT department.
The department assessed 16,383 new and
17,512 review cases during the reporting
year and carried out 18914 microscopic
examinations, 306 endoscopic examinations
and 264 vertigo evaluations. The ENT
department staff also rendered services at
the Government Medical College Hospital,
Mysore where 6602 new and 6120 review
cases were examined and 305 major and
151 minor surgeries were successfully

carried out during the reporting year.
II. Specialized Clinical Services

The institute provided a variety of
specialized clinical services and evaluations
for individuals with communication
disorders during the reporting year. The
services were performed by qualified and
trained professionals in their area of

expertise at the following clinical units.

Augmentative and Alternative
Communication (AAC) Unit: The AAC
unit supported, enhanced and provided

alternative methods of communication
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for individuals who are non-verbal and
evaluated 25 new and 269 therapy cases,
during the reporting year. The number of
therapy sessions conducted was 1458. In
addition, one home training and two
demonstration therapy (DT) cases were
attended.

Autism Spectrum Disorders (ASD)
Unit: Assessment and treatment were
provided for 253 clients with autism
spectrum disorders at the ASD unit
during the reporting year. The unit also
attended 700 therapy and eight
demonstration therapy cases. The total
number of therapy sessions conducted

was 3163. The details are given in table
23.

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Fluency Unit: This unit catered to the
needs of persons with stuttering and
other fluency disorders and provided
clinical services to 554 persons with
fluency disorders in 2922 sessions during
the reporting year. The unit also enabled
the professionals to conduct research on
neuroanatomical, neurophysiological

and genetic aspects of fluency disorders.

Learning Disability Clinic (LDC): In view
of the growing importance being accorded
to identification and remediation of
academic problems in school children, a
Learning Disability Clinic' was established.
The objectives of the clinic include early
identify students with learning disability,
undertake their detailed evaluation by a
multi-disciplinary team of experts, plan
individualized remediation programs for
the identified students, serve as nodal
center for issue of certificates for certain
educational concessions, conduct action
research to facilitate advocacy, policy
change and public education and develop
related literature/ materials for or about
students with learning disabilities. The
details of the activities carried out at the
clinic during the reporting year are given
in table 24.

Listening Training (LT) Unit: Clients who
use hearing devices were provided with
listening training.

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Motor Speech Disorders (MSD) Unit:
This specialized unit caters to the needs of
persons with Motor Speech Disorders. It
enables them to realize their potential and
become contributing members of the
society. The clinic was inaugurated on 9
August 2011 and the services have been
initiated from October 2011 in a phased
manner. During the reporting year, the
clinic has catered to the needs of children
with cerebral palsy below three years of
age. They were assessed for their strengths
and weaknesses and appropriate
intervention strategies initiated. The
detailed statistics are given in table 26.

Professional Voice Care (PVC) Unit:
The unit provided specialized
assessment and management services to
professional voice users during the
reporting year. It organized various
programs to orient and sensitize
professional voice users on care,
maintenance and conservation of voice.
Specialized training in the assessment
and counseling of professional voice
users was imparted to 36 final year M.Sc.

(SLP) and 40 Internship students for 188
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hours and 104 hours respectively. The
unit also provided detailed diagnostic
and counseling services to 18 clients

and management services to 31 clients.

Structural Orofacial Anomalies (U-
SOFA)Unit: Clients with deformalities
in the growth of head and facial bones
were given multi-disciplinary
diagnostic and rehabilitative services in
the clinic. Totally 249 clients were
evaluated at the clinic by the experts in
speech pathology, orthodontics,
prosthodontics, plastic surgery and
clinical psychology. Among them, 103
were recommended for speech therapy,
41 for orthodontic treatment, 37 for
surgery, and 26 for prosthesis. The
detailed clinical statistics of the unit are
givenin table 27.

A
multidisciplinary team comprising of ENT
surgeon, neurologist and audiologist
evaluated 264 patients in the clinic for both
peripheral and central vertigo during the
reporting year and diagnostic tests like
microscopic examination of ear, electro-
nystagmography, vestibulo spinal tests,
neurological evaluation, audiological tests
and vestibular evoked myogenic potential
(VEMP) test were carried out for the needy

ones.

II1. Medical Specialty Services

The institute facilitated the services of
various medical specialists such as
pediatrician, neurologist, plastic surgeon,
prosthodontist, orthodontist, phono-

surgeon and services of allied health
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professionals such as physiotherapist and
occupational therapist, to the needy
clients. Totally 1650 patients underwent
occupational therapy in 11261 sessions
and 811 underwent physiotherapy in
5984 sessions, during the reporting year.
In addition, 499, 347, 166, 45, 27 and 22
clients consulted neurologist, pediatri-
cian, plastic surgeon, orthodontist, pro-
sthodontist and phonosurgeon respec-
tively. Thus altogether 2489 clients
availed the medical specialty services at
the institute.

IV.Special Educational Services

The institute provided special educa-
tional services to children with commu-
nication disorders belonging to different
age groups under the aegis of the
Department of Special Education. The
major services given during the report-
ing year are the following.
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Parent Infant Program: This caters to very
young children with communication
disorders in their infancy and
toddlerhood.During the reporting year, 12
such children were provided early

stimulation services through 310 sessions.

Pre-school Parent Empowerment
Program: Parents of 165 children of two
years and above age, awaiting pre-school
admission were empowered to prepare
their children for pre-school. Language
wise, 49 Kannada, 20 Malayalam, 17
English, 10 Hindi and 7 Telugu parents

benefitted the service in 1076 sessions.

Pre-school Training: Totally 198 children
with communication disorders underwent
preschool training in 116403 sessions
during the reporting year. This includes
children with autism (40), mental
retardation (85) and hearing loss (73). In
addition, children with multiple disorders
such as hearing loss with autism (27),
hearing loss with cerebral palsy (55),
hearing loss with mental retardation (48),
mental retardation with autism (184),
mental retardation with cerebral palsy
(225), mental retardation with visual
impairment (9), hearing loss with cerebral
palsy with mental retardation (1) were
also given training by grouping them
according to disorders.

In coordination with the department of

clinical services all the 198 children were
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given speech language therapy in 5473
sessions and listening training for 73
children in 810 sessions. Apart from these,
all the enrolled children were given co-

curricular training in 269 sessions.

Curricular Support Services: One hund-
red and three children with communica-
tion disorders studying in normal schools
were provided with curricular support
services in 2542 sessions during the
reporting year. Individualized educational
services were also provided to children out
of school and those pursuing non-formal

education.

Placement Guidance Evaluation: Educa-
tional assessments were carried out for 51
children with communication disorders in
102 sessions and follow-up guidance was
provided for appropriate school

placement and instructional services.

Counseling and Guidance: This service
was provided to 358 caregivers and
educators in the field through 823

sessions for helping them support the

education of children.

Oral h}.fgiene and dental camp
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Organization of Camps: The depart-
ment of special education also organized
camps for children with disability such
as one day oral hygiene and dental camp
and 28 days summer camp for the overall
development of children with special
needs.

V. Clinical Electronic Services

The clinical electronic services provided
under the Department of Electronics
include electro- acoustic evaluation and,
management and issue of hearing aids.
Hearing aids were distributed under
ADIP Scheme of Ministry of Social
Justice and Empowerment, Government
of India and AIISH Hearing Aid
Dispensing Scheme. Totally 1702
hearing aids with solar battery chargers
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were distributed at the main campus
(1625), camps (21), and clinical outreach
centers (56), after electro-acoustic
evaluation and testing under ADIP
scheme. Under AIISH Hearing Aid
Dispensing Scheme, 1300 hearing aids
were issued at concessional rate. The
department also repaired 453 body level
and 120 BTE hearing aids and freely
serviced 404 BTE hearing aids.

VI. Clinical Support Services

The institute extended a diverse range of
support services to patients and their
family. These include: (i) counseling and
guidance on various aspects of the
disorders such as treatment procedures,
usage and care of tools like hearing aids,
and (ii) issue of certificates like financial
aid, tax exemption, educational
scholarship, railway concession, and
school admission. The clinical support
services provided to the eligible
candidates, during the reporting year are
given in table 30.

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@ Outreach and Public Education Services

In addition to diagnostic and therapeutic
services provided within its walls, the
institute delivers outreach clinical
services and employs a variety of
channels to enhance the public's
awareness and knowledge of the
communication disorders. The outreach
services of the institute are carried out
mainly by the Department of Prevention
of Communication Disorders (POCD)
and Centre for Rehabilitation and
Education through Distance Mode
(CREDM).

This chapter lists out major outreach and
public education services that the
institute delivered during the reporting

year.

A. Outreach Services

I. Communication Disorder Screening

Programs

The Department of Prevention of
Communication Disorders (POCD)
conducted screening programs for
communication disorders in different
settings in various localities. The
individuals participating in the program
were checked for hearing, speech and
language abilities and provided with
diagnostic and therapeutic services. The
screening programs conducted during

thereporting year are mentioned below.
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Infant Screening: Under this program,
neonates and infants were screened
using various tools such as High Risk
Register for communication disorders,
Behavioral Observation Audiometry,
Oto Acoustic Emission Screening and
Screening Checklists to identify the risk
factors that could lead to communication
disorders. Screening program was
carried out throughout the year in 12
hospitals/immunization centres in
Mysore and totally 13031 babies which
include 6696 male and 6335 female were
screened and 1629 among them were
referred to the institute for follow-up.
The distribution of pre-natal, natal and
post-natal high risk factors in infants

screened are givenin figure 3.

The infant screening was also initiated at
SCB Medical College & Hospital,
Cuttack and Regional Institute of
Medical Science & Hospital, Imphal, the
two DHLS centres of the institute during

thereporting year.

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Industrial Screening: As a part of hearing
evaluation program for industrial
workers, the institute conducted hearing
screening of 132 employees working in the
Karnataka Silk Industries Company
(KSIC) factory located in Mysore and 32
employees were tested for hearing
abilities. Most of them had high frequency
sloping sensorineural hearing loss due to
exposure to high noise level. The
employees were counseled regarding the
need to use devices to protect their
hearing and on the attenuation of noise
level at the source and transmission path.
They were also referred for detailed
evaluation at the institute. The details of
the hearing evaluation of the employees

School Screening: Children studying in
the nearby schools of the outreach
centres of the institute at Hullahalli and
Akkihebbalu, were screened for
communication disorders and learning
disabilities. Of the 401 students screened,
136 were identified with language

disorders and 107 with otolaryngological

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II. Diagnostic and Therapeutic Services
at Outreach Service Centres

The outreach service centres of the
institute  located at (i) Hullahallj,
Nanjangud, Mysore, (ii)Akkihebbaluy,
K.R. Pete, Mandya, (iii) Gumballi,
Chamarajanagar, and (iv) Santhemaralli,
Chamarajanagar, provided communica-
tion disorders related diagnostic and
therapeutic services to the villagers in
the locality during the reporting year.
Totally 2872 clients ranging from infants
to adults underwent speech and hearing
evaluation. Among them, 2285 individu-
als were diagnosed to be having audio-
logical (484), speech and language (239),
and otolaryngological (1562) related
disorders. In addition to the evaluation
provided, 72 hearing aids were issued
and 52 ear mould impressions were

taken at the outreach centres.

III. Tele-intervention and Tele-
assessment

The institute through its Centre for
Rehabilitation and Education through
Distance Mode (CREDM) offered an
innovative tele-intervention and assess-
ment outreach service through
videoconferencing to persons with
communication disorders and their
caregivers at 10 DHLS centers of the

institute located in different parts of
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the country, from Monday to Friday
throughout the year. Totally 215 clients
with child language (123), fluency (45),
voice (24), adult language (4) and
articulation (19) disorders were
provided with needed diagnostic and
therapeutic services. Tele-intervention
was also done at the outreach service
centres of the institute at Akkihebbalu
and Hullahalli for three months and 14
persons with communication disorders

benefitted the service.
IV.Web-based Service

The Centre for Rehabilitation and
Education through Distance Mode
addressed queries related to communi-
cation disorders, their assessment and
management by providing resource
materials over its website. Totally, 2917
persons visited the site for availing the

service during thereporting year.

V. Educational Guidance and
Counselling through Distance Mode

Educational guidance and counselling were
given to 15 caregivers of children with
communication disorders at the DHLS study
centres through videoconferencing in 25
sessions. The purpose was to help them
understand how their child's special need
might affect his education, how to prepare

him for schooling, help in deciding
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appropriate schools to educate the child
and provide them information on vari-
ous benefits and concessions that are
offered by the central and state govern-
ments towards the education of children
with special needs.

B. Public Education

The institute took various steps to make
the common man aware of communica-
tion disorders, educate them on preven-
tion of disorders and provide guidance
and counseling to persons suffering from
such disorders, during the reporting
year.

C.Library and Information Services

The Library and Information Centre
(LIC) continued to play a vital role in the
academic, research and clinical activities
of the institute by expeditiously
providing the required information to
the professional community.

I.In-house Activities

The section-wise in-house activities of
the LIC during the reporting year are
outlined below:

Acquisition Section: The acquisition
section added 843 books to the collection
which is the highest number since the
inception of the institute by spending
more than 326 lakhs.

Information Processing Section: The
latest edition of the world's most heavily
used book classification scheme, Dewey
Decimal Classification, was introduced
during the reporting year and all the
existing books in the collection were re-

classified using the new scheme.

Periodical Section: One hundred and six
peer-reviewed journals pertaining to
communication disorders and allied
fields were subscribed which include 17
print only, 24 print plus electronic, and
65 electronic only journals. An online
archive of electronic journals was also
built up by purchasing electronic back
issues of 27 most important Speech and
Hearing journals, during the reporting
year. LIC continued getting access to
more than 2700 biomedical E-journals as
apart of ERMED consortium, Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare, Govt. of
India.

Information Technology Section: This

is a new section started during the
reporting year to manage the electronic
information sources and services. The
major activities carried out by the section
include (i) digitization of in-house
research reports and other relevant
study materials and uploading them on
to the web portal, (ii) setting up of access
to the subscribed electronic resources on
the LIC web portal and continuous
monitoring for the uninterrupted access
to these resources by the user commu-
nity, (iii) maintenance and modifications
of the web portal, (iv) monitoring the
functioning of Integrated Library
Management System software and
making suggestions for modifications.

II. Major Services

The LIC provided both traditional and
electronic information services such as
book lending service, reference service,
current awareness services, Internet
service, online public access catalogue
service and online database service.
Further, all the electronic information
sources and services were extended to
the 11 DHLS centres of the institute

The institute is an autonomous establish-
ment under government of India, fully
financed by the Ministry of Health and
Family Welfare. The affairs of the insti-
tute are managed by an executive
council with the Union Minister of
Health and Family Welfare as the
Chairman and the Director of the insti-
tute as the Member Secretary. Academic
committee and finance committee are the
other two administrative bodies of the
institute which advice the Director on
academic and financial matters, respec-
tively.
