VesCon 2021
VesCon 2021, a global webinar on vestibular assessment and management, was conducted to commemorate the balance awareness week from 13th to 15th September 2021. The webinar focused on discussing the recent techniques/tests introduced to assess various vestibular disorders.   The target group included neurologists,  otorhinolaryngologists, speech and hearing professionals, and post-graduate students across the globe. Seven hundred participants attended the webinar organized on the Webex platform and streamed live on Institute’s YouTube channel. Twenty eminent scientists working in vestibular assessment and management worldwide delivered twenty-one lectures in the three-day webinar.
OTHERS
Accounting and Administrative Software Implementation 
Institute implemented an online accounting software with end-to-end solutions from receipts to payments. The facilities and features include multiuser access, real-time updating of transactions, quick reconciliation, instant mail alerts to suppliers about the payments, instant placing of purchase orders, and computer-generated receipts. A web-based HR, Payroll, and Leave Management software was also implemented with facilities such as Employee Self Service (ESS), leave application, investment declaration for tax, salary processing, payslips, tax information, and Form 16 and notifications/circulars.
