2.0 	Project summary

	The post graduate students of the institute have carried out research in their course work and submitted dissertations and independent projects. There are many research projects funded by AIISH research fund. Many of those dissertations/independent projects/ARF projects include development of tests, word lists, therapy materials etc which can be clinically very useful. These materials can be widely used across different setups for evaluation and management of communication disorders. However, at present, very few dissertations/independent projects/ARF projects are converted as marketable products. The present project aims to convert clinically useful products of research carried out AIISH as marketable products. The list of dissertations/independent projects/ARF projects which are clinically relevant would be initially identified in the field of speech, language and hearing. The clinical relevance/feasibility of converting it to a product would be identified by a committee of experts. A list of products would then be finalized in the field of speech, language and hearing. The summary of the product would be detailed in the form of a book or electronic material. In addition, simple instructions on how to use the material would be provided. Normative data, if available for the material will be included in the product material. The designing of the product would be done by a graphic designer. The research officer would collect the relevant dissertations and shall prepare the booklet for the product under the guidance. The products thus designed and developed will be useful in clinical settings and in dissemination of knowledge pertaining to communication disorders. 
Aim and Objectives of the study:
The aim of the project is to develop clinically useful test and therapy materials from the successfully carried out dissertations/independent projects/research projects at the Institute. The specific objectives of the study are:
· To identify and organize the clinically useful dissertations/independent projects/ARF projects
· To facilitate ready reference tools for the practicing speech-language pathologists and audiologists
· To support the clinical services in the area of communication disorders 
             



                                      
3.0 Work plan and Method	
The study would be carried out in three stages:
Stage 1: Identification of dissertations/independent projects/ARF projects at AIISH having current clinical relevance 
The research officer along with the principal investigators shall prepare a comprehensive list of dissertations/independent projects/ARF projects of current clinical relevance considering the following aspects of the study:
a) If the material is standardized
b) If the material is clinically useful for diagnosis and rehabilitation
c) Recent revised version of the material, if available
d) Material should have clear instructions on how to use the product
e) Normative data/Pictures/Word list should be available for compilation.
f) Is the material currently relevant for clinical practice/academic interest

The short listed list of dissertations/independent projects/ARF projects will be submitted to an expert committee who will review the suggestions. The committee would include two experts in the field of audiology and speech-language pathology for at least 10 years. The panel members of the committee would further rate the dissertations/independent projects/ARF projects as Clinically Relevant/ Useful Products or NOT considering the above parameters. The final list will be prepared considering the opinion of the expert panel and those materials would be converted to products.  

Stage 2: Editing of the contents by excluding the irrelevant information and constructing the product. The product would include brief summary of the material, instructions on how to use and information on interpretation of results (if any). 
The editing would be done by the research officer under the guidance of principal investigators. It will be ensured that no additional changes are made in the material. It will also be ensured that the intent of the material by the authors is not changed in the product. 

Stage 4: Designing of the products using appropriate software application
The edited product will be converted to CorelDraw file with appropriate designing by a graphic designer.
