OUTREACH SERVICES 
In addition to the diagnostic and therapeutic services provided within its walls, the institute carries out various outreach services on communication and its disorders in different parts of the country. The major outreach services carried out during the reporting year are given below 
Communication Disorder Screening Programmes 
The Institute conducted screening programmes for communication disorders in different settings and localities. The individuals participating in the programmes were checked for speech, language and hearing abilities and provided with diagnostic and therapeutic services. 
Newborn/Infant Screening 
Newborn screening is conducted in various hospitals in and around Mysuru; in Outreach Service centers of AIISH (Mysuru, Mandya, Chamarajanagara&Shivamogga districts); and in Newborn screening centers of AIISH (Ajmer, Cuttack, Imphal, Jabalphur, Ranchi and Puducherry)

School Screening
Nursery and primary school students from Mysore and Mandya were screened for communication disorder as a part if the school screening program during the reporting year. Totally, 2951 students were screened and among them 94 were identified with ear related disorders, 141 with hearing loss and 214 with speech-language disorders. They were recommended for follow-up at the Institute. 
Elderly Screening 
Speech, language and hearing evaluations were carried out for elderly citizens residing in different old age homes in Mysore. Totally, 121 elderly citizens were screened and among them 16 were identified with hearing disorders, 115 were identified with hearing loss, 15 were identified with speech-language disorders, and 18 were identified with issue of hearing aids. 

Camp-based Screening 
The Institute organized 16 camps in various localities across the state of Karnataka. The expert speech and hearing and allied health professionals of the institute screened --------- persons for communication disorders in the camps. The details are given in table ----.
