Yet one more milestone was added in our training program by implementing the Apprentices Act,
1965 on the approval of the Executive Council which met on February, 1995.
WORLD HEALTH ORGANIZATION ASSISTANCE
During the biennium 1992-93, WHO assistance was received in the form of fellowship to two of our
staff and supply of state-of-the-art equipment. The staff received intensive training in advanced centers in
U.S.
The equipment received have paved the way for initiating new diagnostic procedures in the evaluation
of voice disorders. Multi dimensional voice profile analysis has made it possible to measure aerodynamic
arameters and finer details of voice abnormalities. This has also helped the student trainees in better
~nderstandjngof voice production. Norms have been developed on normal population.
. We have been informed that one student from Iran will work at the Institute under WHO fellowship
from December, 1995.
