The street play depicted adverse effects of noise on hearing and other systems due to crackers. Effects of noise on physiological systems of humans as well animals around. Also a pamphlet regarding adverse effect of noise was distributed among the public.

[bookmark: _GoBack]	 The Department of Prevention of Communication Disorders (POCD) at the All India Institute of Speech and Hearing has taken up programs to sensitize the public and specific target groups regarding prevention and early identification of communication disorders including disorders in Hearing, Speech and Language. The National service Scheme (NSS) unit at the institute is involved in various social activities. Noise is becoming one of the major causes of hearing loss. In order to sensitize public on the adverse effects of noise and ways to control noise, the department of Prevention of Communication Disorders (POCD) and National service Scheme (NSS) contemplated a rally on 18.10.2014. The objective of the rally is to educate the public by means of Placard with slogans, Street Plays and pamphlets on the harmful effects of noise and its control measures.

Noise is any unwanted sound and a pollutant, posing a hazard not only to hearing but also to health and psychological wellbeing. There are various sources of noise in the city: traffic, factories, movie halls, concerts, video arcades and so on. Noise could be “continuous or interrupted in nature.” But, not all sounds are harmful. Only noise exceeding certain limits is hazardous. If a person is exposed to continuous noise at 90 dBA for eight hours a day, he or she is susceptible to get noise induced hearing loss (NIHL). The noise can be controlled through various measures. If noise control measures are not followed, it not only causes problems to hearing but also on health — both physiological and psychological. Loud noise can damage delicate structures of the inner part of the ear, thereby causing permanent hearing impairment. Continuous exposure could cause hearing loss. Even sudden brief exposure to loud noise (blast or loud crackers) can cause acoustic trauma to the ear. Loud noise exposure can also cause tinnitus—a ringing, buzzing, or roaring in the ears or head. Tinnitus may subside over time, but can sometimes continue constantly or occasionally throughout a person’s life. Hearing loss and tinnitus can occur in one or both ears.

Even the loud noise can also cause constriction of blood vessels, increase in blood pressure and secretion of digestive juices sometimes causing ulcers in the digestive tract. Noise can also cause people become anxious, irritable, and unable to work, often have headaches and dizziness and suffer from sleeplessness. Such effects of noise are exaggerated by co-factors such as drugs, alcohol and smoking.“It must be remembered that the effects of noise are not same in all individuals. Some individuals are more susceptible to the adverse effects of noise than the others, and such people will have to take even better care of their ears.

When someone is exposed to loud noise over a long period of time, they may slowly start to lose their hearing. Because the damage from noise exposure is usually gradual, one might not notice it, or might ignore the signs of hearing loss until they become more pronounced. Over time, sounds may become distorted or muffled, and the person might find it difficult to understand other people when they talk or have to turn up the volume on the television. If someone experiences any of these, they should get their hearing checked by a qualified expert and find ways to protect your sense of hearing. In case of noise, prevention is always better as there is no cure.

Your child may have stuttering-What you can do about it?
An article for International stuttering awareness day
A 3 year old child was brought to the All India Institute of Speech and Hearing, Mysore by her parents with a complaint of stuttering, which was reported to have started since a couple of months. Detailed enquiry revealed that the child was speaking fluently till then and started showing disfluencies in speech on and off initially and since a few days it was noted to have increased drastically. The parents also reported that the child’s paternal uncle had stuttering. The preschool teacher where the child was studying noticed the problem in the child and advised the parents to seek help from a doctor. The parents consulted a local doctor who initially advised them to ignore the problem and subsequently when the problem was noticed to increase they were referred to the institute. After a thorough assessment the child was found to have moderate degree of stuttering and the parents were advised to bring the child for speech therapy for a couple of weeks. After the therapy the child improved well and when followed up 6 months later, she was found to be rid of any speech problem. Not all children are lucky to get identified and provided the necessary help and may end up persisting problem and struggle with it for years, which affect their emotional, psychological, educational and vocational wellbeing.
Stuttering or stammering is a speech fluency disorder which is seen in about 5% of children and about 1% of the adult population. The onset of the problem in most cases is between the ages of 3 and 5 years and is four times more predominant in boys compared to girls. The typical disfluencies noticed are sound/syllable repetitions (eg., saying p.p.p..pen), prolongations (eg., m.........y  name is Aaaakash) or hard articulatory fixations or blocks (eg., mmmmy name is Bbbbbarath –getting stuck on the sound with too much stress on it than repeating the sound). In more than a third of these children there may be family history of stuttering and associated language or articulation problems. Sometimes they tense up with anxiety or fear. Some persons with stuttering experience fear reactions like rise of heartbeat, tremors while speaking and sweating. Along with these difficulties in speaking, few also develop abnormal facial or limb movements that have got nothing to do in speaking. For instance, eye blinking, nose flaring, facial grimaces, jerky movements of hands or legs and abnormal breathing patterns are noticed.
Occasionally stuttering can develop in older children or adults. In such cases definite causative factors can often be noticed. For example, often some illness, exposure to an emotional trauma and sometimes after trying to tease someone with stuttering may precipitate the problem. Some types of injuries to the brain may also precipitate stuttering in some individuals, referred to as neurogenic stuttering. Once begun, stuttering symptoms keep fluctuating in severity depending on one’s mental, environmental tensions and anxieties. Initially it will be noticed occasionally for short duration and is restricted to few situations. Gradually, when untreated, it changes depending on fear, anxiety, tension and reactions by the others in his surroundings.
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As mentioned earlier, in young children, speech and language will be developing in a very rapid pace. Child’s physical, mental, social and emotional developments influence each other. Further, at this preschool/school age, the child steps into his new environment from a secure home. There will be increased pressure on these young minds from the parents and teachers to speak, read and write. The child may not be ready yet to speak fluently, resulting in excessive disfluencies.
As soon as the child starts exhibiting disfluencies or stuttering, parents show various reactions to them. For them it is a cause of great concern and agitation. They try to prevent stuttering in different ways, some of which may aggravate the problem further. Some scold their child; some ask them to stop speaking and start all over again. The parental fear, anxiety and tension reflected on their faces may do more harm to the child’s young mind. It may cause feelings of inadequacy, lack of confidence, fear and anxiety towards speaking. 
In school, teachers and other children may make fun of his speech by imitating or ridiculing him. This has serious implications on the child’s feelings resulting in tensing and struggling in his attempts at speaking. The child’s reactions to the problem depend on others’ reactions and his own reactions to that. The child may develop apprehension and anxiousness in facing speaking situations. Initially these reactions are restricted to few speaking situations and gradually affect more and more situations. This results in child’s avoiding speaking situations or refusal to speak. S/he might also try to speak very fast in order to be done with it. Increasing his rate of speech poses further problem, as his/her speech organs are tensed up. Since s/he does not have the physical requirements to speak fast, it might result in more disfluencies. All these gradually become habituated along with speech related struggle like facial grimaces, limb movements etc. mentioned earlier.
The important feature about stuttering is that it does not remain same in its severity. It varies both qualitatively and quantitatively from individual to individual and within the individual in different situations. Often these persons, even those with severe stuttering, will be fluent in certain situations, as while singing, talking to pets, etc. Most of the time stuttering increases in severity when they speak to strangers, authority figures, over the phone or in speaking situations where communicative pressures are high.
It is important that the parents do not neglect stuttering in their child and should consult a Speech-Language Pathologist as soon as they suspect the problem and follow the guidelines given. This will not only help in preventing stuttering from becoming worse but also to maintain fluency. 
The role of teachers in handling a child with stuttering in a classroom is also very crucial. The child may face ridicule or fun in front of the peers causing humiliation and embarrassment. The child may also avoid talking or participation due to anxieties or fear of failure causing further negative feelings and poor self-confidence. This may have serious repercussions in his psychological, social, emotional and educational endeavors.

Some Do’s and Don’ts for the parents/teachers of child who stutters:
· Try to understand the problems the child is facing. 
· Try to control anxiety and tension towards the child’s stuttering problem and be patient when he is communicating with you.
· Use slow rate of speech while talking to him to enable him to speak slowly.
· Give him adequate time to respond and opportunities to speak in order to improve his self confidence
· Use simple language while communicating with him 
· If the child exhibits anxiety, tension or fear while speaking, discuss with him about it and try to reduce it.
· Give all possible support and encouragement in speaking.
· Spend more time talking with the child and improve his language skills. 
· Show interest in his curricular and extra-curricular activities and improve his self-confidence.
· The parents and teachers may periodically discuss his progress and any pressures he is facing in school or at home. Take suitable steps to overcome them.
· If there are other people who stutter at home or in the neighbourhood, let them also undergo treatment. 
· Provide good model for speaking.
· If the child is exposed to too many languages, reduce/minimize this at least temporarily
· When the child exhibits disfluencies, do not over-react. Tell him that it happens to everyone sometimes. Encourage him to speak slowly
· Observe if the child is showing anxiety, tension or struggle during stuttering. If so immediately seek professional help

1. Do not pressurize the child in any way. Try to identify the pressures the child is undergoing and try to rectify them
2. Do not compare him with peers or siblings because it may create inferiority complex
3. Do not discuss his problem with others when he is around. This will affect his sensitive mind and may create low self-esteem and avoidance behaviors. 
4. Do not pressurize him to speak something which he is not capable of.

If the problem in the child is severe and cannot be controlled, consult a Speech-Language Pathologist soon. Stuttering can be controlled or corrected through speech therapy at any age. However, for best results one should identify it at the earliest, have proper guidance, motivation and urge to get rid of the problem. Continued practice, support and encouragement from parents, teachers and significant others in the family are very essential. There are many persons with stuttering who have overcome their problem. 
There is a natural tendency for people to make fun of others’ problems and often in cinemas and plays people try to mimic stuttering to make people laugh. This is very poor trend and they do not realize how it hurts the individuals who have this problem. October 22nd every year is celebrated as International Stuttering Awareness Day to 
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create awareness among the public about this problem and how it can be prevented and controlled. Each person who has such a problem or who comes across individuals with such problem could help in early identification and management of the problem through proper referral and providing congenial atmosphere for them to overcome their problem.
