Other Activities and Events
Other activities that are being carried out at the Institute include library and information services, technological consultancy services, material development activities, infrastructure development, personnel management and financial activities.  The details of the activities carried out during the reporting year are given below. 
Financial Management

The matters related to the financial status of the institute during the reporting year are given in Appendix II.

Infrastructure   Development   and Maintenance Activities

The   infrastructure   development   and maintenance activities of the institute are being carried out mainly by the Department of Electronics and the Engineering and Horticulture sections.

Electronic and I.T. Infrastructure: The electronic, electrical and I.T. infrastructure development and maintenance activities of the institute are being carried out by the Department of Electronics. The institute spent Rs. 8330067.00 towards this during the reporting year and the major developmental activities completed include (a) design and development of asset management system, and (b) installation of Digital EPABX system.

Civil Engineering Infrastructure: The engineering section completed 03 major construction works worth ` 2601.87 lakhs during the reporting year, which include the construction of knowledge park with a seminar hall and class rooms, forty eight nos. of type II and type III staff quarters and audiometric block. Also, the section completed 37 minor works worth  ` 69.66 lakhs during the reporting year.

Garden and Landscape Development: The Horticulture Section has been carrying out the development and maintenance of gardens, lawns and other landscaping works in the institute campus. The gardens spread across the campus are enriched with herbs, shrubs, climbers, creepers and trees of perennial nature.  

The major activities carried out by the section during the period include: (a) development of 4700 sq.ft. of shaded lawn in the main campus, (b) development of 4585 sq.mtrs. of lawn for cricket ground at Panchavati Campus, (c) 800 nos. of various varieties of indoor and outdoor ornamental plants, and  (d) development of 4000 annual flowering plants in pots.

The Section represented the institute in the Dasara Horticultural Flower Show, 2013, organized by the Department of Horticulture, Government of Karnataka,  at Curzon park, Mysore and won 17 First prizes, 4 Second prizes for arranging various types of flower groups and won 5 First prizes for well garden maintenance and growing various flowers in pots and beds at the institute premises. 

Implementation of Right to Information Act, 2005

The institute has been implementing the Right to Information Ac, 2005 in best of spirit. The details of the RTI related queries received and disposed of during the reporting year are given in table….. Also, the Institute suo-moto published various information on its policies & procedures on the official website thereby reducing the need for invoking the provisions of the Act for seeking information by the public.
Library and Information Services

The following library and Information services and activities were carried out during the reporting year. 
Acquisition of Information Resources: Totally 743 print books were purchased during the reporting year making the total collection to 19776. In addition, 113 Journals, both in print and electronic format, were subscribed and 83 research reports were added to the In-house Digital Repository. Also, the    Institute received more than 2700 e-journals   as a part of ERMED consortium of the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare and more than 90,000 e-books and 3000 e-journals as a part of NLIST service of the Information and Library Network, University Grants Commission, Govt. of India. 
Information Services: The various information services provided during the reporting year include book lending, reference, current awareness, Internet, online public access catalogue, web portal based CD-ROM access, online database and VPN based resource access to the DHLS centres and plagiarism detection services.
Orientation/ training programmes:  The newly admitted students were oriented on various library resources and services.  Also, the staff and students were trained in using Turnitin, the anti-plagiarism software.
New Services/facilities Launched: A language Laboratory was opened for improving the English language communication skills of the students during the reporting year. In addition, a

Remote Access Information Service and an Online News clipping Information service were also initiated.   

Material Development Activities

Department of Material Development assisted in creating materials for the public on prevention, identification and management of various communication disorders. In addition, it also assisted in producing materials on various rights and welfare measures available for individuals with communication disorders, design and printing of invitation cards for Institute events and the certificates issued for various purposes.

Personnel Management

New recruitment : Five regular staff were recruited during the reporting year and with this, the regular staff strength of the institute became 184 which includes 49 Group 'A', 60 Group 'B', 43 Group 'C' and 28 multitasking staff. In addition, 141 contract staff were also recruited. With this, the total staff strength of the institute by the end of the reporting year was 325 excluding the outsourced contract staff for housekeeping, gardening and security.

Completion of 25 Years in Service: Two staff members, Dr.Asha Yathiraj, Professor of Audiology and Mr. Mahadeva, Mali completed 25 years of service during the reporting year. They were felicitated by Dr. S. R. Savithri, Director and Sri. K.L. Jayaram, Senior General Manager, BSNL with a shawl and a plaque of honour with inscription, during the annual day celebrations on 9th  August, 2013.

Retirement/ Repatriation/Resignation:  Two staff members were retired and two resigned from the regular service during the reporting year. Also, one staff died while in service. 
Purchase of Equipments

The institute also strengthened its infra- structure by procuring a number of sophisticated tools and instruments and by upgrading the existing scientific equipments. A total amount of Rs. 2,26,36,332.29 was spent towards the purchase of equipments during the reporting year.
