Public Education
The institute has been taking various steps to make the common man aware of communication disorders, educate them on prevention of the disorders and provide guidance and counseling to persons suffering from such disorders. The major public education activities carried out during the reporting year are the following.
Monthly Public Lectures 

In order to create public awareness on various communication disorders such as stuttering, articulation disorders, aphasia, mental retardation, hearing and voice problems, the institute organized monthly public lectures tailored for common man, throughout the year, during which expert professionals working in the institute delivered one-hour lecture followed by question and answer session with the audience. Camp-based awareness activities
The institute organizes communication disorders screening camps in different localities in the state and other parts of the country. As a part of the camp extensive awareness programmes are being conducted to educate the public on the prevention and management of communication disorders. During the reporting year, nine such camps were conducted and thousands of general public were educated on communication disorder.
Open Day Celebrations
The institute celebrates open day with the objective of providing opportunity for the public to visit the institute and understand various facilities and services it offers with respect to the prevention and control of communication disorders. The open day was celebrated on 17th December 2013 during the reporting year and 3728 persons visited the institute.  The public were given awareness classes on different aspects of communication disorders on the occasion. 
Participation in Dasara Procession
The institute participated in the world famous Mysore Dasara procession, the Jamboo Savari which attracts a huge audience from all over the country and abroad, on 14th October, 2013 with a tableau on communication disorders. The tableau won first prize.
Participation in Science Exhibition

The institute participated in a Science Exhibition organized by Gopalaswamy Shishuvihara High School, Mysore, on 7-8 December, 2013 and exhibited charts, flashcards and models on prevention of communication disorders. A video on the topic was also displayed during the event.
