The Library and Information Centre of the All India Institute of Speech and Hearing, Mysuru is a unique learning resource centre on communication disorders. It provides traditional and technology-based information resources and services and caters to the information needs of speech and hearing professionals in the institute as well as those across the nation. Its collection includes print and electronic versions of books, journals, standards, theses and dissertations, CD-ROMs and online databases, and it offers information services such as book lending, reference management, remote information access, plagiarism detection, online public access catalogue and web-based writing support service. Also, it facilitates national level information services like National Library and Information Services Infrastructure for Scholarly Content (NLIST) sponsored by the Ministry of Human Resource Development and Educational Resources in Medicine (ERMED), sponsored by the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Govt. of India. The section is supported by sound physical and IT infrastructure facilities such as spacious reading areas, institutional repository, state-of the art computer centre with wired and wireless Internet connections. The Library and Information Centre is fully automated using Koha, the world’s renowned open-source Integrated Library Management System.
