The Library and Information Centre (LIC) of the institute is the foremost learning resource centre pertaining to communication disorders in the country. It is enriched with one of the world’s best collection of speech and hearing information sources. Founded along with the institute in the year 1965, the LIC is housed in a three-storey building of 26, 000 sq.ft. With its outstanding collection of information resources, traditional and technology based information services, comfortable and large learning space, and a team of dedicated professional staff the LIC has been catering to the information needs of students, researchers, teachers  and practitioners of speech and hearing and allied areas in the institute as well as those across the nation. It is a member of national level information service projects such as National Library and Information Services Infrastructure for Scholarly Content (N-LIST) by the Information and Library Network, University Grants Commission, New Delhi and Educational Resources in Medicine (ERMED), Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India, New Delhi.
