From the Director’s Desk

Communication is indisputably the most important necessity of human life.  Any communication disorder may change the quality of life of an individual who is affected. The institute has been providing services to individuals with communication disorders with the spirit of multidisciplinary approach for their identification and management. 

With the vision of ensuring ‘effective communication by one and all’, the All India Institute of Speech and Hearing was established on the 9th of August 1965.  In the last 43 years, the institute has grown from its infancy to adulthood in form as well as spirit.  The vision of the institute is met with some of the major objectives of AIISH which include:

· Manpower generation in the field of speech and hearing.
· Providing clinical services to persons with communication disorders along with developing modules for providing services at different levels in the society.
· Conducting research both in the areas of basic sciences of speech, language and hearing as well as in the areas of its application for effective communication.

· Striving towards implementing strategies for prevention (be it primary, secondary, tertiary) of communication disorders. 

· Public education towards identifying communication disorders in the community.

· Development of materials for better public awareness and education on or about communication disorders in their prevention and management.

Located in Mysore, Karnataka the institute has acquired the capabilities and infrastructure to reach out to the nation in providing its services.  The activities of the institute were specially geared towards this new venture of reaching out to the nation in the year 2007-08.

ACADEMIC ACTIVITIES


The institute continued to offer the Diploma, undergraduate, postgraduate and doctoral programs as in the previous years. The student strength on the campus in the year 2007-08 was 281 and the institute for the first time had 60 students off campus doing DHLS program at New Delhi, Mumbai, Imphal and Puducherry. Two new courses commenced, 3 new courses were approved by the affiliating University of Mysore and 2 new departments were initiated.

Manpower development through video conferencing


To hasten the rate of manpower development in the area of Speech and Hearing in the country, the Diploma in Hearing Language and Speech (DHLS) (through distance mode) was conceived and implemented.  This was also to support the National Program for Prevention and Control of Deafness, Government of India.  A proposal for starting the program with study centers at Maulana Azad Medical College (MAMC), New Delhi, Jawaharlal Institute of Postgraduate Medical Education and Research (JIPMER), Puducherry, Regional Institute of Medical Sciences (RIMS), Imphal, Manipur, All India Institute of Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation (AIIPMR), Mumbai, was approved by the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare.  The program, which is the first one of its kind in the area of speech and hearing in the country, was launched successfully on 25th August 2007 by Dr.R.K.Srivastava, DGHS, Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Government of India at Mysore. As approved both by the Ministry as well as by RCI, the theory part of the program is imparted through terrestrial linked videoconferencing facility from AIISH which enables effective one to one real-time interaction between teacher and the student through simultaneous Video-Audio modes.  The program also includes training students for their clinical skills at their respective study centers by equipping them with the necessary facilities. A self learning material (SLM) for the 6 courses in the program was developed by AIISH faculty. It was published for the purpose of supplementing the theory classes. 70 students enrolled for this program at different study centers during the reported year. 

The Self Learning Materials for the six courses offered under the program were released by His Excellency Sri.T. N. Chaturvedi, the Hon’ble Governor of Karnataka on 6th June 2007. 
Other Programs 

· The M.S.Ed (Hearing Impairment) program commenced in the year 2007-08.

· The study material for the Certificate Course for Caregivers of Children with Developmental Communication Disabilities (C4D2) was developed and was launched in the year 2007-08. 

· P.G. Diploma in Forensic Speech Sciences and Technology, P.G. Diploma in Clinical Linguistics for Speech-Language Pathologists and two year integrated M.Ed. (HI-AIISH Scheme) was approved by  the University of Mysore in the same year. 

· An activity for the new Center for Rehabilitation and Education through Distance Mode was initiated in February 2008. This department seeks to reach out clinical and supportive services to those who cannot come to Mysore.      E-learning packages covering all types of communication disorders and live demonstrations of assessment and intervention techniques for the caregivers / clients with communication disorders is being prepared.

· The new department of Prevention of Communication Disorders (POCD) was initiated as a part of Plan activity of the institute in the month of January 2008. Prior to this, activities under “Prevention of Deafness (POD)” project were carried out under the Department of Audiology and “Prevention of Communication Disorders (POCD)” were carried out under the Department of Speech-Language Pathology. Under this department, apart from carrying out new born/infant/school/industrial screening programs, research in the area of epidemiology, genetics, etc. is being planned.  A data base of all the relevant issues related to communication disorders is also being developed. 

New admissions

B.Sc (Speech and Hearing) continued to be the well sought after professional program in the country.  Around 600 applications were received from students across India and abroad.  National level entrance examinations were conducted for admission to B.Sc (Speech and Hearing), M.Sc (Speech-Language Pathology and M.Sc (Audiology) programs.  509 students appeared for the B.Sc (Speech and Hearing) entrance examination conducted at Delhi, Kolkata, Guwahati, Mumbai, Chennai and Mysore.  The entrance examinations for M.Sc were conducted at Mysore, 143 and 163 students appeared for M. Sc (SLP) and M. Sc (AUD) Entrance Examination respectively.  The institute succeeded in filling up 100% seats in M.Sc (Speech-Language Pathology), M.Sc (Audiology) and B.Sc (Speech and Hearing).  However, admission to DHLS – through distance mode was only 80%. M.S. Ed. (HI) and Diploma in Hearing Aid and Ear mould Technology also did not attract many candidates during the year.
Doctoral program

Five doctoral students were awarded doctoral degree.  Two new students were awarded Junior Research Fellowship to pursue Ph.D.  In total, there were 13 full time junior research fellows (JRFs) and one part time doctoral candidate, who were pursuing their Ph.D at the institute in the report year.  

Post Doctoral Program

To meet the demands for research in the field of speech, language and hearing, the institute introduced two Post-Doctoral Fellowships in the area of speech, language and hearing from the year 2007-08. This fellowship is open to all those who have done research in the area of speech, language and hearing. 

Short Term Training Programs

The institute continued to offer short term training programs for speech, language and hearing as well as allied professionals and target groups.  Twenty-five such programs were organized in the reporting year targeting speech, language and hearing professionals, clinical psychologists, ENT specialists, and special educators.  Some of the areas covered were, diagnostic and therapeutic procedures, acoustic measurement, instrumentation in speech-language sciences, clinical counseling and cognitive behavior therapy. During the year, two contact programs were conducted for parent participants under Certificate course for Caregivers of Children with Developmental Disabilities (C4D2).
In addition to this, several national and international guest faculties, representing institutes and universities far and wide delivered guest lectures on-upcoming topics and topics of current interest.

PARTICIPATION IN NATIONAL PROGRAM FOR PREVENTION

AND CONTROL OF DEAFNESS (NPPCD)

AIISH being the Nodal Center for manpower development for implementation of National Program for Prevention and Control of Deafness (NPPCD), participated in all activities of NPPCD.  The pilot phase of this program, which is under way since 2007-08, is being implemented in 25 districts belonging to 10 States and one Union Territory.  This includes three districts in Karnataka viz., Hubli, Hassan and Mandya.  
· B.Sc. (Speech and Hearing) interns of AIISH were placed in the districts all over India where NPPCD is implemented.

· The grass root level workers training modules was translated into 6 Indian languages viz., Kannada, Tamil, Telugu, Assamese, Gujarathi and Manipuri.

· AIISH was involved in inspection of districts covered under NPPCD to ascertain the infrastructure and manpower availability. AIISH also monitored training programs conducted by Dr. SRC Institute of Speech and Hearing, Bangalore (on behalf of Rehabilitation Council of India) to PHC Doctors, Primary school teachers and Anganwadi workers.

· AIISH provided technical specifications for Audiological equipment and hearing aids.

· AIISH tendered for BTE Hearing aids to be distributed under NPPCD and completed the process of rate contract finalization. It also developed the guidelines for the selection and distribution of BTE Hearing aids which is now used all over the country.

· IEC materials of all types were collected and put up for consideration of NPPCD.

LIBRARY AND INFORMATION CENTRE

The AIISH Library and Information Centre is the main learning resource centre.  It is one of the best computerized and specialized libraries in India, catering to the ever growing and uncompromising information and intellectual requirements of the students, faculty, researchers of the institute and other elite professionals, educational institutions from different parts of the country. 

The library collection comprises of books, journals, theses, dissertations, departmental projects, independent projects and other non-book material in the field of Audiology, Speech-Language Pathology, Speech-Language Sciences, Special Education and its allied fields. 

706 books were added during the year bringing the collection up to 15,746 volumes in the reporting year. 66 journals and 33 E-journals were subscribed this year.  All together, a sum of Rs. 27,65,586.00 was spent to procure these books and journals.             

The digitalization process of AIISH library has commenced.

RESEARCH ACTIVITIES


The institute has been a forerunner in conducting innovative research in the domains of speech, language, hearing and their disorders.  The research projects are undertaken by the institute with extra mural fund as well as AIISH Research Fund.  In the reporting year, 5 Extramural funding research projects, 16 AIISH Research Fund projects and 5 departmental research projects were underway while two research projects were completed.  In addition to this, 5 in house programs were undertaken. 


As an outcome of the research undertaken, there were several research publications which saw the light of the day.  In the reporting year, the faculty had to their credit, 180 publications. These included 8 international publications, 121 national publications and 9 book publications.  In addition to this, 42 papers were published in the proceedings of international and national symposiums and other seminars/workshops.

127 papers were presented by faculty and staff at different forums on International and National forums, eighth international conference on south Asian languages (ICOSAL-08), International Symposium on Audiological Medicine, International Symposium on Frontiers of Research on Speech and Music (FRSM-2008), the 6th International Symposium on Bilingualism, Indian Speech and Hearing Association (ISHA), National Symposium of Acoustics and the All India Conference of Dravidian Linguistics.

CLINICAL SERVICES


The institute offers a wide range of clinical services to persons with communication disorders, their family and professionals.  The Department of Clinical Services is one of its kind in the country.  A team of speech, language, hearing and allied medical and non-medical professionals cater to the clients under one roof.  Apart from the core services in the area of speech language pathology and audiology, services of allied professionals such as otolaryngologists, pediatrician, neurologist, plastic surgeon, prosthodontist, phonosurgeon, clinical psychologist, physiotherapist and occupational therapists etc., are also available in the department.  In the reporting year, a total of 36,387 clients were attended to, in the clinic.  On an average, 147 new clients were registered, 85 follow up clients were evaluated and 100 therapy sessions were conducted per day.  


The institute runs Specialty Clinics to attend to the needs of clients with special disorders.  This includes the Listening Training Unit under the Department of Audiology; Augmentative and Alternative Communication (AAC) Unit, Autism Spectrum Disorder/ASD unit specifically focusing on comprehensive assessment and management of clients with Autism Spectrum Disorders/Pervasive Developmental Disorders, and Craniofacial Unit under the Department of Speech–Language Pathology;  Professional Voice Care Center and  Forensic voice unit dealing with the analysis related to speaker identification under the Department of Speech Language Sciences. 

A high-tech CCTV was installed covering 96 rooms with six monitor stations in which active monitoring of cases is taking place. Each room is fitted with a CCTV camera and microphone to facilitate live two way audio interaction and one way interaction between both the student supervisor and the student clinician. This enables the supervisors to modify the activities and techniques adopted by the student therapist whenever indicated. This enhanced the quantum of supervision provided. Individual as well as group therapy was provided depending upon the needs of the clients.

The institute started dispensing hearing aids of all styles and makes at subsidized rates since December 2006.  This scheme has been ensuring the quality of the hearing aid dispensed and has also made the process of procurement of hearing aids hassle free to the clients. In the reporting year, 613 hearing aids of different makes and models including behind the ear type, in the ear (ITE) Completely-in-the Ear (CIC) types, hearing aids and types were dispensed under this scheme.     


The Department of Clinical Services was active throughout the year conducting the following programs in addition to the diagnostic and therapeutic services rendered: 
· On the occasion of 42nd anniversary celebration, CCTV was inaugurated by        Sri. C.H. Vijay Shankar, Hon’ble MP, Smt. Usha Ganesh, IAS, Additional Chief Secretary and Principal Secretary to Government of Karnataka, Department of Health and Family Welfare, Dr. H.R. Nagendra, Vice Chancellor, SVYAS, Bellur were present on the occasion.

· International Stuttering Awareness Day was celebrated on 19th October 2007.  The program included orientation lectures on stuttering, its signs and symptoms, psychological and fluency management of stuttering.  An exhibition and various competitions were held for the participants following by group discussion.

Preschool Activities

The Preschool provides clinical and educational services to children with different kinds of communication disorders under the Department of Special Education. Preschool training program aims at promoting all round development in these children and preparing them with skills necessary for later schooling and integration. The training programmes comprise of essential skills like language, listening, cognitive, self-help, and pre-academics among others. It includes the group comprising of children with hearing impairment, mental retardation and autism in four different language groups i.e., Kannada, Hindi, Malayalam and English. In the report year, 136 children were enrolled in 15 groups of preschool catering to children with hearing impairment, mental retardation, autism and other multiple disabilities. These children attended the preschool every day for four hours.

In addition to the regular activities, the Preschool was active in conducting the following programs,

· Summer camp and Dasara camps for children and parents attending the pre-school during the month of April-May and October 2007, respectively. 
· Children’s day was celebrated with great enthusiasm with several cultural events for preschool children on 14th November 2007.

· Preschool children were taken to field trip to Brindavan gardens and Ranganathittu in the months of May and November, respectively.

· Preschool children also participated in the Independence Day and Republic Day celebrations in August 2007 and January 2008, respectively.

· Children attending clinic and preschool participated in cultural events and sports conducted on 23–25 November 2007, at Mysore, as part of Special Olympics and won 14 medals, bags and certificates.

EXTENSION SERVICES

The Department of Prevention of Communication Disorders (POCD) was initiated as a part of plan activity of the institute in January 2008. The institute continued with its activities of prevention of deafness and hearing impairment and prevention of communication disorders.  Under the program, 11419 infants were screened for hearing loss in immunization centers and around 135 children were screened at schools for hearing loss.  Those who failed the screening test were referred for detailed evaluation at the institute to ascertain hearing loss and to provide the required intervention.  Under the activities of POCD, 3034 infants/children were evaluated and 28 infants/children were referred to AIISH for follow up for confirmation of communication disorders and their management


The institute also conducted 14 speech and hearing camps in Karnataka and organized orientation lectures on prevention, identification and management of hearing impairment to 7 teachers, 342 nursing trainees, 8 staff nurses, 54 Pediatricians & Obstetricians, 50 Industrial employees and their management staff and 9 Special Educators.  Staff members of the Institute delivered orientation lectures to sensitize various professionals including regular and special school teachers with respect to various issues of speech, language, and hearing disorders. The press and electronic media were very supportive in covering the activities of the institute throughout the year.

PUBLIC LECTURE SERIES

AIISH launched “Monthly Public Lecture Series” program with the objective of reaching the unreached. Dr. R.K Srivastava, Director General of Health Services, Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Govt. of India inaugurated this unique program on 25th August, 2007 along with the gracious presence of Prof. A.K. Agarwal, Dean, & Director, Maulana Azad Medical College, New Delhi and Dr. B.D. Atheni, Director, All India Institute of Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation, Mumbai. The main purpose of this program is to create awareness in the public on various communication disorders. In this program, experts in the field of communication disorders deliver one-hour lecture (on topics such as stuttering, articulation disorders, autism, aphasia, mental retardation, hearing problems, ENT problems, voice  problems, etc.) followed by question and answer sessions with the public on last saturday of every month. Eight lectures have been delivered so far as part of the program.

EXTRA CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

The students enrolled in various programs of AIISH got an excellent opportunity for their overall development during their tenure at the institute.  Several extra curricular activities were planned and conducted throughout the year. 

NSS Activities

The NSS programs within the Institute are tailored in such a way that the activities are in accordance with the objectives of the Institute with out modifying the originality of the NSS motto. Even though, activities are few, the quality and the impact of the programs to the society is highly satisfactory. They are as follows:
· A Special coaching program to the needy students on core subjects of speech and hearing and Kannada teaching class for the non-Kannada students of the Institute were started. Our student volunteers carried out this program 1 hour on every weekend on saturday and sunday. This is an ongoing process during the academic year. More than 50 volunteers have been benefitted with this program.

· Fifty volunteers participated in the mega tree planting program organized jointly by NSS cell, University of Mysore and Mysore City Corporation at the TB Sanitarium campus, Mysore on 30th June 2007.

· Talents day was conducted in which more than 100 volunteers participated and exhibited their talents on 29.08.2007.

· The watering and maintenance of 147 Teak wood plants planted at AIISH, the main campus and Panchavati were carried out on three weekends. 

· One-month yoga course for the staff and students was organized (26.02.2008 to 04.04.2008).  In this course a total of 15 members (staff and students) were benefited. Dr. Jayarama G., Reader and HOD, Department of Clinical Psychology served as Yoga teacher.
