I. MANPOWER DEVELOPMENT

The major objectives of the institute are to generate manpower in the field of commuinication disorders in the country. Functioning under the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Governmment of India, this premiere institute is responsible for generation of quality manpower. It is the very first institute in the field of speech and hearing to have offered specialization in Masters program, Doctoral and Post doctoral programs in the field of Speech-Language Pathology, and Audiology. 
The personnel involved in the mission of promoting the field of speech and hearing include highly qualified faculty in the core departments of Audiology, Speech-Language Pathology, Speech-Language Sciences and  Clinical Services. It also includes the able faculty from the departments of allied areas such as Centre for Rehabiltiation and Education through Distance Mode (CREDM), Departments of Clinical Psychology, Electronics, Otorhinolaryngology, Material Deveopment, Prevention of Communication Disorders (POCD), and Special Education. The Academic Section coordinates the various academic activities related to students and faculty. Appended to these departments and under the Director of the institute, various sections of administration are rendering their services to accomplish the objectives of the institute.

    02. New Academic programs 


PG Diploma in Forensic Speech Science and Technology:  The credit based self financed trimester program trains personnel in the area of speaker identification.  It is affilitated to the University of Mysore and will commence from the academic year 2008-09.  This is the first credit based program at the Institute.

The University of Mysore approved the affiliation of PG Diploma in Clinical Linguistics for Speech-Language Pathology, which will be initiated in the academic year 2008-09.  M.Ed (Hearing Impairment) AIISH Scheme, is awaiting approval from the competent authority. 

The Diploma in Hearing Language and Speech Program through Distance Mode was implemented to generate manpower in the area of Speech and Hearing at a faster rate in the country to support the National Program for Prevention and Control of Deafness, in January 2007.  
Diploma in Hearing, Language and Speech program through video conferencing, approved both by the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare as well as by the Rehabilitation Council of India was initiated. This DHLS program, through videoconferencing is the first of its kind in the area of communication disorders.  The program is conducted in AIISH and 4 study centers as follows:

a. All India Institute of Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation, Mumbai

b. Regional Institute of Medical Science, Imphal

c. Maulana Azad Medical College, New Delhi

d. Jawaharlal Nehru Institute of Post graduate Medical Education and Research, Puducherry.

A total of 78 students enrolled in all the centers.  

· RCI affiliation to run the distance mode diploma program for the first time in India was procured in June 2007. 

· Self learning materials for the six courses offered under the program were prepared by faculty of AIISH and were released by His Excellency Sri. T.N. Chaturvedi, the Hon’ble Governor of Karnataka on 6.6.2007.
· Videoconferencing facility was set up and was inaugurated by Sri. R.K. Srivastava, DGHS, Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Government of India at AIISH, Mysore on 25.8.2007.

· The Memorandum of Understanding between AIISH and the 4 study centers was signed in the presence of Dr. Anbumani Ramadoss, Hon’ble Minister for Health and Family Welfare, Government of India and other members of Executive Council on 10.4.2007.  

· The classes through videoconferencing were started on 3rd of September 2007.

· The classes are going on regularly for 2 hours per day for 5 days in a week and the clinical training is underway at the respective study centers.

· The coordinators’ meeting is being organized from time to time through videoconferencing.   One such meeting was chaired by Dr. H.C. Goyal, Additional DG, DGHS, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Govt. of India on 27.11.2007.
· Midterm and monthly tests for internal assessment were conducted from time to time.

· An AIISH Research Fund Project has been initiated for the process evaluation of the program.

· 3 papers have been presented to share this new experience, in the scientific meetings at the University of Mysore, 40th ISHACON, and in a conference arranged by the Ministry of Information Technology.

      3. New Admissions

Around 410 applications were received for B.Sc (Speech and Hearing) Entrance Examination from various parts of India and abroad.  National level entrance examinations were conducted for admission to B.Sc (Speech and Hearing), M.Sc (Speech-Language Pathology) and M.Sc (Audiology) programs.  316 students appeared for the B.Sc (Speech and Hearing) entrance examination conducted at Delhi, Kolkata, Gauhati, Mumbai, Chennai and Mysore.  The entrance examinations for M.Sc were conducted at Mysore and the number of students who appeared for M. Sc (SLP & AUD) entrance examinations, were 143 & 163 respectively.  The institute succeeded in filling up 100% seats in M.Sc (Speech-Language Pathology), M.Sc (Audiology) and B.Sc (Speech and Hearing).  However, admission to DHLS – through distance mode was 80% and to M.S.Ed (HI) and Diploma in Hearing Aid and Earmould Technology was 30% and 40%, respectively which has been shown in Table I.1 below:

5. Internship

The fourth batch of internship students successfully completed their internship training for a period of ten months. For the first time, the internees were placed in districts implementing the National Program for Prevention and Control of Communication Disorders, all over the country. This training enabled the students to transfer their theoretical knowledge to clinical practice. Their postings in centers/institutions such as Mandya, Hassan, Hubli, Vellore, Lucknow, Haridwar, Puducherry, Imphal and Gauhati provided them with greater exposure to clinical population and settings different from that of AIISH.  Five students undergoing internship were actively involved in the outreach programs of the institute.  They participated in a door to door survey of individuals with speech and hearing problems which was conducted as part of the National Program on Prevention and Control of Communication Disorders (NPPCD).

    6. Doctoral Program
Five doctoral students were awarded doctoral degree at AIISH and one at NIT, Tiruchirapalli.  Two new students were awarded Junior Research Fellowships to pursue Ph.D.  In total, there are 13 full time Junior Research Fellows (JRFs) and one part time doctoral candidate, who are pursuing their Ph.D at the institute in the report year. LIBRARY AND INFORMATION CENTRE

    1.  Activities

The AIISH library and information centre is the main outstanding learning resource centre and the best of specialized libraries in India, catering to the ever growing and uncompromising informational and intellectual requirements of the students, faculty, researchers of the institute, other elite professionals and educational institutions from different parts of the country. It is housed in an independent building with four floors. The ground floor houses the Acquisition section, Book Section, Back volumes of Journals, circulation section and a Browsing center, the first floor houses a section for display of new books, current Journals and reference books. The   second floor houses the air-conditioned Digital Library workstation, Server room and spacious reading hall. The third floor of the library has a computer-lab with internet facilities. The building and the furniture are specially designed to meet functional as well as aesthetic requirements.  The Library is open from 8.30 am to 8.00 pm from Monday to Friday and from 9.00 a.m to 5.00 p.m on Saturdays.

The library collection comprises of books, journals, doctoral theses, Master’s dissertations, departmental projects, independent projects and other non-book material in the field of Audiology, Speech Language Pathology, Speech Language Sciences, Special Education and other allied fields. 
Seven hundred and six books were added, bringing the collection up to 15,756 volumes in the report year.  Sixty six journals and 33 e-journals were subscribed in the reporting year.  Altogether, a sum of Rs.27,65,586/- was spent to procure these books and journals.

The digitalization process of AIISH Library has commenced. Newly acquired documents have been classified, catalogued using Dewey Decimal Classification (DDC) scheme and AACR II. The entire collection is organized in a systematic order and kept ready for use. 

The collection is heavily used not only by our own students, research scientists and faculties but also by other educational institutions and other elite professionals from different parts of the country. 
Orientation programmes have been conducted to the Library and Information Science students who visited to AIISH Library for their academic purpose. They include:

Library Automation

Library activities are computerized using "LlBRIS", an integrated library software package with all the modules for the library housekeeping operations. The OPAC is one of the most heavily used databases of the library and is accessible all the time via LAN. Besides listing all the documents available in the library, it indicates status of particular documents. OPAC is searchable by author, title, accession number, subject and several other fields.

E-Journals

The AIISH Library currently provides access to over 38 electronic journals via LAN to encourage the spirit of research among faculties, students and researchers of the institute. Access to these journals is usually authenticated by IP address.

Digital Library

The library has an independent server with PCs and other accessories to cater to the needs of the users. PCs are meant for users to access OPAC, e-journals and other e-resources. Library has taken an initiative to provide Digital Library services to the users.
