IV. EXTENSION ACTIVITIES

The institute recognizes that there is a need to deliver the services to the unreached, since all clients with communication disorders may not be able to avail the services of the institute due to various reasons. Prevention and identification of the communication disorders in a very early age in children not only facilitates effective rehabilitation but also prevents further adverse consequences of the disorder. This also facilitates for appropriate educational and vocational placements in future. Several activities were conducted by the institute as part of the extension activities to the mass who are in need. The activities undertaken in the report year is presented in the following sections under the respective department headings.
1. Publicity and Information - AIISH

During the period-under report i.e 2007-08, the PIO section made enormous attempt to cover the activities, programs and visit of dignitaries etc in the Electronic and Print Media (i.e Newspapers and Magazines). Some of the main events covered during the year 2007-08 are detailed below. 

1. ‘Vijaya Karnataka’’ a leading Kannada daily newspaper arranged a live phone-in program of the Director’s interaction with the public on 15th Aprill 2007 and published an article on 16th April 2007 titled “Keeli Kivi Mele Niga Idi” highlighting the interaction of public with the Director. 

2. ‘Prajavani’ published an interview with Dr. R. Manjula, Department of Speech Pathology on 15th April 2007 about communication disorders. 

3. A wide coverage to the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with 4 major medical institutions to launch DHLS program through distance mode. ‘The Hindu’ English daily interviewed the Director of AIISH and published throughout India on 23rd April 2007. The MOU was signed with Maulana Azad Medical College, New Delhi, Jawaharalal Institute of postgraduate Medical Education and Research, Puducherry, Regional Institute of Medical Sciences, Imphal, All India Institute of Physical Medicine and Rehabilitation, Mumbai. 

4. Coverage in National and local dailies on ‘Voice analysis in identical and non-identical twins’ on 10th May 2007.

The Guest of Honour Dr. B. A.Viveka Rai, Vice-Chancellor, Karnataka State Open University, Mysore suggested greater collaboration between the two institutes but mooted the idea of developing the learning materials in Kannada so that the course could reach a large number of people in rural areas, especially in northern parts of the state where incidence of speech and hearing disorders are reckoned to be high.

Usha Ganesh, Additional Chief Secretary and Principal Secretary to Government of Karnataka, Department of Health and Family Welfare were the chief guests. Dr. H.R. Nagendra, Vice-Chancellor, Swamy Vivekananda Yoga Anusandana Samsthana, Bangalore were guest of honour. On this occasion Closed Circuit television (CCTV) was inaugurated.  The CCTV is fully automated digital IP based system with 96 digital cameras in 96 therapy rooms. The program was covered by all Electronic and Print Media.

The program trained the participants to become master trainers who in turn will train the DHLS students.  

18. On 25th August 2007 AIISH was connected to four major medical institutions in the country as far flung as Regional Institute of Medical Sciences (RIMS) and Maulana Azad Medical College (MAMC), New Delhi. The other two institutions getting connected to AIISH include Jawaharlal Institute of Post-Graduate Medical Education and Research (JIPMER), Puducherry and All India Institute of Physical Medicine and Rehabilitation (AIIPMR), Mumbai.  This endeavor is to meet the need to generate manpower at a faster rate in the field of speech and hearing.

On the same day, Dr. R. K. Srivastava, Director General of Health Services, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India launched the public lecture series. On the last Saturday of every month, the lecture was arranged, Dr. Vijayalakshmi Basavaraj, Director, AIISH, Mysore delivered the first lecture on “Hearing Impairment and its Prevention”. Dr. R.K. Srivastava, Director General of Health Services, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India and Dr. A. K. Agarwal, Dean, Maulana Azad Medical College, New Delhi answered questions concerning the recently launched “National Program on Prevention and Control of Deafness”. The lecture was open to the public.

The three day festival got a colourful start and amidst the cheering of huge crowd. Above 12 institutions participated in the cultural fest.

She urged the participants for the extensive use of official language Hindi and advised on making more correspondence in Hindi in Central Government offices. More number of letters are to be signed in Hindi and this would make a grand start for the propaganda of official language, she emphasized.

In addition to the above both print and electronic media gave excellent coverage of the programs and activities of the institute like (inter institutional sports tournament, hearing aid repair, orientation programs, workshops, seminars etc.,) and extensively covered the visit of VVIPs to the institute.


 The institute conducted 11 camps at various places of Karnataka and evaluated/assessed 2653 patients of speech and hearing disability. The details are enclosed. 

2. Camps conducted by AIISH
As in the past, the services of the Institute were extended to various immunization centers and hospitals. With the support from Government and Non-Government Organizations several camps were conducted in rural areas, enabling large number of individuals to be served at their door steps. Orientation programs were conducted regarding the various causes and effect of hearing loss. Counseling was provided and pamphlets were also distributed among the clients. 

The test battery used in immunization centers and maternity hospitals included a high-risk speech and language milestones checklist, OAE, hand-held hearing screeners and calibrated noise-makers and ABR. With the intention of identifying hearing and other communication problems as early as possible, the infant screening program is given greater emphasis. The youngest baby tested was just a few minutes old. The screening protocol used was in keeping with the recommendation of the Joint Committee of Infant Screening. Out of the 9309 infants screened in maternity hospitals and immunization centers, 70 infants were referred for further evaluation at the institute. To ensure that those who were referred did so, besides giving a referral slip to the family of the clients, the hospitals were also given reports of the babies screened and referred. Table 7 indicates the number of individuals who were screened/ evaluated, referred for detailed evaluation and rehabilitation.

V.  EXTRA CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

1. DEPARTMENT OF CLINICAL SERVICES

International Stuttering Awareness Day Celebration:
In connection with the celebration of International Stuttering Awareness Day, orientation programs and competitions were organized on 18th October 2007 by the department of Clinical Services. The program included orientation lectures on stuttering, its signs and symptoms, psychological impact and fluency management of stuttering.     Dr.S.Venkatesan, Dr.Y.V.Geetha, Dr. M. Pushpavathi, Ms. M. Sangeetha and Ms. Anjana Ram were the resource persons. A total of 15 persons with stuttering and parents participated in the program. On the occasion of Helen Keller Deaf Blind Awareness Week, a one day workshop was conducted for the parents/guardians of the hearing impaired children on 29.06.2007.  The parents were oriented in the forenoon on the following topics:

b) Audiological management of deaf blindness and 

c) Management of communication problems in individual with deaf blindness.

A video tape on screening for hearing impairment and a movie titled ‘Black’ was screened for the benefit of parents/guardians of children with deaf blindness. An exhibition was also organized in which charts on deaf-blindness, Helen Keller, various amplification devices, tactile aids, and auditory training material were displayed. Around 100 parents participated in the program. The program concluded with an interactive session with the parents.

3. DEPARTMENT OF SPECIAL EDUCATION

Deepavali Celebrations were organized on 8.11.2007. Both Parents and staff of Preschool were actively involved in the celebration. Teachers and parents had decorated the Preschool.  As part of the celebrations, Lakshmi Pooja was performed by the Director.  Children lit lamps and burnt sparklers.  Parents and teachers explained the importance of the festival to make the children understand the concept.  Sweets were distributed to all the children, parents and staff.  

Children’s day was celebrated on 14.11.2007.  Children were dressed as Jawaharlal Nehru.  Group songs were sung by the Parents and Special Educators.  Games and fun activities for children and parents were conducted.  Sweets were distributed to the children.  The Significance of the day was explained to the children.  

Bakrid Celebrations were organized on 20.12.2007.  Parents and staff had decorated the Preschool in the traditional way. Mixed dry fruits were distributed to all the children, parents and staff. The parents and teachers narrated the importance of the festival in order to help children understand the concept and sang devotional songs.

NSS ACTIVITIES

The NSS programs within the Institute are tailored in such a way that the activities are in accordance with the objectives of the Institute with out modifying the originality of the NSS motto. Even though, activities are few, the quality and the impact of the programs to the society is highly satisfactory. The following events were conducted by NSS in the report year.
Educational programs: A Special coaching program to the needy students on core subjects of speech and hearing and Kannada teaching class for the non-Kannada students of the Institute was started. The student volunteers carried out this program for an hour on every weekend (Saturday and Sunday). This is an ongoing process during the academic year. More than 50 volunteers benefited from this program.
