IV. EXTENSION SERVICES


The institute recognizes that there is a need to deliver the services to the unreached, since all clients with communication disorders may not be able to avail the services of the institute due to various reasons. Prevention and identification of the communication disorders in a very early age in children not only facilitates effective rehabilitation but also prevents further adverse consequences of the disorder. This also facilitates appropriate educational and vocational placements in future.  Several activities were conducted by the institute as a part of the extension activities to the mass who are in need. The activities undertaken in the report year is presented in the following sections under the respective department headings.
1. PUBLICITY AND INFORMATION 
During the period-under report i.e. 2008-09 the PIO section made enormous attempt to cover the activities, programs and visit of dignitaries etc. in the Electronic and Print Media. Some of the main events covered during the year 2008-09 are detailed below. 

1. An article on ‘Dyslexia’ was published in a special supplement “Arogya Vijaya” of Kannada daily ‘Vijaya Karnataka’ on 14th April 2008.

2. The Department of Special Education organized a “RCI-CRE” program on ‘Facilitating Inclusive Education for Children with Hearing Impairment’ from 30th June to 4th July 2008. Prof. H. V. Nagaraj, Principal of the school of Arts and Sciences, Amrita Vishwa Vidyaniketan, Mysore was the chief guest. The Hindu and Star of Mysore gave coverage to the program.  

3. A national coverage by Print and Electronic media to the AIISH & RCI Collaboration Continuing Education Program on “Hearing Impairment with Additional Disabilities” which was organized from 7th to 11th July 2008. Sri. Das Suryavamshi, Commissioner, Department of Welfare for Physically Handicapped inaugurated the workshop. 
4. The Hindu, The Times of India and Vijaya Karnataka gave good coverage to the workshop on “Epidemiological Research in Speech and Hearing: data entry, analysis and presentation” on 9th July 2008.
5. ‘Prajavani’ a Kannada daily newspaper published an article on 9th July 2008 titled “Shravanendhriyadha Benneri” highlighting the Hearing Loss.

6. ‘Prajavani’ a leading Kannada daily interviewed the Director and published an article on 12th July 2008 about “National Program of Prevention and Control of Deafness” and launching of other study centers of AIISH.
7. ‘Deccan Herald’ English daily in Karnataka having readers in foreign countries published an editorial write-up on survey of “Noise Pollution and Decibel Levels” on 16th July 2008 and also published an article on 29th July 2008 in their Saturday’s special supplement “Living”.

Shukla of Prof ENT & Mr. Ramesh, Audiologist of Netaji Subhs Chandra Bose Medical College, Jalabalpur; Prof. Saroj Chooramani Gopal, Vice Chancellor and  Dr. S. P. Agarwal, Prof. ENT of Chatrapati Shahuji Maharaj Medical University, (King George Medical College), Lucknow University, Lucknow; Dr. N. N. Agarwal, Director Dr. Rajendra Institute of Medical Sciences Ranchi, Jharkand and Dr. N. K. 12. Five days “Free repair of hearing aids” camp was organized from 3rd to 7th November 2008. Sri. H. S. Shankaralingegowda, M. L. A.  Chamaraja Constituency inaugurates the workshop.

13. On 20th November 2008 the institute celebrated “Open Day”. Prof. C. K. N. Raja legal expert inaugurated the event. The theme of the event is “Effective Communication by one and all”. Hundreds of students, teacher trainees and public visited the venue and went through the facilities available at the institute. A wide coverage was given by E-TV, Doordarshan and Udaya TV, Print Media like The Times of India, The Hindu, Prajavani, Star of Mysore and other newspapers.

14. A team from Zee Channel visited the institute and made a documentary on institute activities and relayed in the channel in the month of November 2008. 

15. On 3rd December 2008 “World Disabled Day” was celebrated. Indira Nair Speech-Language Pathologist and faculty at the teacher education program at Department of Welfare of the Disabled inaugurated the function.
16. AIISH dedicated this year’s commemoration to the celebration of the exceptional role of parents/caregivers in the accomplishments of children with special needs. 

17. Dr. Shyamala K. Chengappa, Prof. of Speech-Language Pathology attended the conference and represented India in the panel discussion on national Perspectives on bilingual acquisition in early childhood on Dec. 11 and 12, 2008 organized by Childhood Bilingualism Research Center at the Chinese University of Hong Kong. Media published a news item on this.
18. An article on Cochlear Implant was published in “The New Indian Express” an English daily on December 10th, 2008.

19. A Five – day workshop from December 15th to 19th, 2008 on ‘Speech Intelligibility’ for special educators and school teachers was held under the Continuing Rehabilitation Education program of the Rehabilitation Council of India, New Delhi. It was inaugurated by Swami Mukthidananda, Correspondent, Sri Ramakrishna Institute of Moral and Spiritual Education (RIMSE).

23. In connection with the establishment of Central Ear Mould Lab (CEML) the Department of Audiology, conducted a series of workshops on “Ear Mould Technology” from 19th to 21st February 2009. 

24. A wide coverage was given by all Print and Electronic Media for the 2 day’s course coordinators meet of speech and hearing courses on 24th & 25th February 2009 conducted under the joint auspices of Rehabilitation Council of India (RCI). The theme of the meeting is ‘Role and Responsibilities of the RCI in implementation of the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities”. 

25. A workshop on 'Vocal Yoga' was conducted on 28th February 2009. The workshop was to help professional voice users such as singers, actors, teachers, lawyers, and politicians etc., to cultivate and use efficient voice. The participants were oriented regarding principles of yoga and its benefits for maintenance of efficient voice.                 

26. AIISH Aawaaz – 2009 an inter-collegiate cultural fest was conducted from March 13th to 15th, 2009.  Dr. B. Jayashree popular theatre personality inaugurated the program. ALPS international president Ravi Narang, was the Guest of Honour. Students from various colleges and institutions of Mysore exhibited their talents. 

27. “Indian Association of Clinical Psychologists” has awarded “Psycho Oration Award” to  Dr. S Venkatesan, Prof of Psychology for his distinguished contribution in the area of disability and impairment at the 35th National Annual Conference of Indian Association of Clinical Psychologists held at Secunderabad recently. Media published a news item regarding this.
28. A wide coverage was given to the national program on “Sensitizing Teachers on Academic Problems in School Children Enrolled under Sarva Shiksha Abhiyaan (SSA) in Karnataka”. Sri. S. Selva Kumar IAS, State Project Director, SSA - Karnataka inaugurated the workshop on 16th March 2009.  The vision and mission of the program was to show that children who do not study well in schools are not to be viewed or termed as ‘disabled’; but that, each child is different. Some are less different while others are more different requiring different ways of handling them at home, school or classroom settings. 

29. In addition to the above, both print and electronic media gave excellent coverage of the programs and activities of the institute like (Monthly Public Lecture series program, inter institutional sports tournament, hearing aid repair, orientation programs, workshops, seminars etc.,) and extensively covered the visit of VVIPs to the institute.
