A. Academic Activities 

· Ongoing Academic Programs-
Theory classes were held regularly for morning and afternoon batches (two classes for each centre from 12-2 p.m. and 2-4 p.m.) since the beginning of the term in September 2010. On average, 40 classes each were held for the month of September, October, November, December in 2010, and January, February, and March in 2011. Revision classes were held from 4-5 p.m. by the Gr. I Audiologists for additional support to theory and practical aspects. Mid-term examination was conducted in the month of January 2011 and it was followed by mid-term holidays for 16 days. Coordination of the activities of all other 11 centres for the purpose of procuring equipment, appointing of Speech Language Pathologist/Audiologist/ Speech and hearing technician, admission of students, managing video conference classes, replaying of missed classes, and meetings with co-ordinators and faculties was done.
