 The preschool is equipped to enable communication as well as alround development of children including assistive listening devices like FM hearing aids; audiovisual aids like multimedia projector;52 television; elaborate outdoor play equipment and Refrigerator that facilitate therapeutic and academic training; and several computers along with wide range of educational CDs and software for developing multimedia educational materials and teaching materials for LiBoToy. a) Preschool Database:

The computer training programme  was started for the parents of preschool children in the month of march 2010. The course was designed for the period of 4 month. The parents were given training regarding use of, Keyboard typing, Power point, MSWord ,Painting on computer, internet browsing and e-mailing. Monthly tests were administered on each parent to assess their learning and were given more training if required. Most of the parents admitted to this short term course are now able to use the skills taught in teaching their children. 
58 parents availed the services and 958 computer training sessions for caregivers were carried out during the year 2010-11.
