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The All India Institute of Speech and Hearing (AIISH) is a premier 

organization in the country mandated for human resource development, 

research, clinical care and public education in the eld of communication 

disorders. The institute promotes research by giving particular emphasis to 

clinically relevant applied research on causes, control and prevention of 

communication disorders, assessment and treatment issues as well as the 

testing and renement of new technologies for the speech, language and 

hearing disorders.

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Introduction

 Auditory comprehension is the ability to understand what is heard and attach 

meaning to it. The tone of the voice, pauses between words, emphasis used, and the 

rhythm and pattern of speech impacts the meaning. It is a very important skill for the 

development of speech language abilities. Basically, some sort of novel response from 

the child that is measurably different from the stimulus presented is an indication of 

understanding. In other words, repeating the word that they hear does not necessarily 

indicate that they understand the word. It only shows that they can identify the word. 

Auditory comprehension is a critical level in the hierarchy of listening skills. Auditory 

comprehension includes answering a question, continuing a thought or, in the case of 

single word, indicating the object that goes with it, describing an object or paraphrasing. 

These responses from a child indicate that they understand the given input. The 

knowledge about auditory comprehension is very significant for understanding the 

listening development and also for setting intervention goals.

Brief description about the test 

Test of Auditory Comprehension in Kannada (TAC-K) has been developed to 

identify the auditory comprehension abilities of Kannada speaking children in the age 

range of 4;0 to 9;11 years. The test includes eight subtests and each subtest consists of 

two equivalent stimuli lists.

The subtests of TAC-K are as follows:

1.  Yes/No Questions

2.  Identification based on description-closed set

3.  Identification based on description-open set

4.  Following commands

5.  Comprehension of short paragraph

6.  Correcting the incorrect statements

7.  Identification of the category

8.  Problem solving

Scoring 

The individual scores of all the subtests are added to get the total score. The 

maximum total score possible is 140.

Interpretation

The scores are then compared with the age specific scores obtained for 

participants of different age groups to determine the level of auditory comprehension of 

the child (Appendix B). 

Clinical Implications

Ÿ    To identify auditory comprehension difficulties in Kannada speaking children in 

the age range of 4;0 to 9;11 years

Ÿ To counsel the parents/caregivers regarding the auditory comprehension 

difficulties of their children

The average time required to administer the test is approximately 20 – 25 minutes. 

The instructions for test administration and details of scoring are provided in the test 

manual (Appendix A). The test was validated by administering it on 180 Kannada 

speaking children in the age range of 4;0 to 9;11 years who were further subdivided into 

six groups (4;0 – 4;11, 5;0 – 5;11, 6;0 – 6;11, 7;0 – 7;11, 8;0 – 8;11 & 9;0 – 9;11 years) 

with an inter age interval of one year. The test has good validity and test-retest reliability.

The institute has been recognized as a Centre of Excellence in the area of deafness (WHO), as a centre for 
advanced research (UGC) and as a Science and Technology Institute (DST). The institute is affiliated to 
the University of Mysore for the award of degrees. The academic programs of the institute have the 
recognition of the Rehabilitation Council of India. The institute has also been recognized as a Nodal 
Center for the implementation of the National Program for Prevention and Control of Deafness, Ministry 
of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India as well as for generating manpower for the same. 
Owing to its academic and research excellence, the institute has been assessed and accredited by NAAC 
with 'A' grade . Also, it is an ISO 9001:2015 certified organization for its brilliance of quality. Furthermore, 
it has been recognized as College with Potential for Excellence by the UGC, and as a Collaborative 
Organization for the Rashtriya Bal Swasthya Karyakram (RBSK), a Govt. of India scheme under the 
Ministry of Health & Family Welfare. Also, the Institute is a Centre of Excellence in Communication 
Disorders and a Govt. of India recognized Disability Certification Centre. 

The functioning of the institute is under the direction of the Executive Council with Hon'ble Union 
Minister for Health and Family Welfare as the Chairman and the Hon'ble Minister of Health and Family 
Welfare, Government of Karnataka as Vice- Chairman. The other statutory bodies of the Institute are the 
Finance Committee and the Academic Sub Committee.
