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Patient Registration
Totally  72,419 persons were registered for availing clinical services at the institute during the reporting year. This includes  22,519  new and   49,900 review cases. The geographical and gender details of new clients are given in table 1. Majority of them (21154) were from Karnataka, the state in which the institute is located, followed by the neighboring states of Kerala (780), Tamil Nadu (213), and Andhra Pradesh (160). There were 25 clients from north-east region. In addition, there were  4 foreign clients from across the world. Males (13838) outnumbered females (8681) in availing clinical services.

Totally, 7,789 and 16,296 persons were evaluated at Speech and Language OPD and Audiology OPD respectively) persons with various communication disorders availed speech- language therapy, physiotherapy, occupational therapy, listening training and other special clinic therapies in 41,861 sessions. 

Speech and Language Assessment and Rehabilitation
The speech and language outpatient unit evaluated 7946 clients which includes 6223 new and 1723 review cases. Of the new cases, 4979 were identified with various kinds of speech and language disorders and 125 were found to have normal speech. The details of various speech and language disorders diagnosed are given in table 2 and figure 1.

Audiological Assessment and Rehabilitation
Hearing Evaluation: Totally, 15966 clients were assessed at the Audiology OPD and hearing evaluation was carried out for 13003 clients at the Hearing Evaluation Section of the Department of Audiology by administering various audiological tests such as pure tone audiometry, speech audiometry and otoacoustic emission and threshold-equalizing noise test. Totally,  14655 ears were diagnosed with different degrees of hearing loss including moderate (2408), severe (2309) and profound (2518) cases. Further, different types of hearing loss such as sensori neural loss, mixed, conductive, auditory processing disorders and auditory dys-synchrony were identified during the evaluation. 
Hearing aid trial was done for 7711 clients to determine the appropriate hearing aids and assistive learning devices. The candidacy for cochlear implants was also determined. 

The ear mould laboratory made custom ear moulds for the clients who were prescribed hearing aids. Totally 8931 ear impressions of 5580 clients were taken during the reporting year and 2198 ear moulds were made free of cost. 

Age-wise statistics of clients seen in Hearing Evaluation, Hearing Aid Trial & Counseling sections and Ear Mold laboratory are given in table 5 and figure 1.

Referred Evaluation-1: Psychological Assessment and Rehabilitation
Psychological assessment was carried out for the referred cases registered at the Department of Clinical Psychology. This includes pre-vocational assessment for adolescent/ adults with communication disorders, neuro-psychological evaluation for individuals with neuro-linguistic/communication problems, psycho-educational achievement testing and grade level assessment for children with scholastic backwardness and academic under achievement and behavior assessment for children with problem behaviors/skill deficits. In addition, family assessment was done on specific cases requiring family intervention programmes.

Psychological assessment of 5219 new and 1344 repeat cases was done at the Department during the reporting year. This includes 216 cases from Hindi region. The new cases include patients with mental retardation (1720), receptive language disorder (292), specific developmental disorders of scholastic skills (911), expressive language disorders (484).

The psychological rehabilitation provided includes behavior modification (252 cases in 405 sessions), home based training program for MR/SLD (5 cases in 28 sessions), remedial training for SLD cases (2 cases in 5 sessions), cognitive behavior therapy  (15 cases in 31 sessions).

Referred Evaluation-2: Otolaryngological Assessment and Rehabilitation
The Otorhino-laryngological assessment and rehabilitation for persons with communication disorders are being carried out at the Department of Otolaryngology. In addition to the clinical services provided at the Institute, the Department staff render diagnostic, therapeutic and surgical services at K.R. Hospital, Mysore Medical College, Mysore.

Totally, 18155 new and 21152 review cases were examined during the reporting year at the institute, and 6659 microscopic, 238 stroboscopic / endoscopic examination, 97 vertigo (227), 52 oto endoscopic and 19 diagnostic naso endoscopic examinations were carried out. Also, 11573 new and 10680 repeat cases were examined and 98 major and 311 minor surgeries were successfully carried out at K.R.Hospital. 

Specialized Clinical Services
The institute provided a variety of specialized clinical services for individuals with communication disorders during the reporting year at the following clinical units.

Augmentative and Alternative Communication (AAC) Unit: The AAC unit supported, enhanced and provided alternative methods of communication for individuals who are non-verbal. The unit evaluated 82 new cases in _____ sessions and 397 therapy cases in 1365 sessions during the reporting year. It also attended ____ demonstration therapy, and trained 74 PG students in _____ sessions. The details of AAC evaluation are given in figure 8. 

Autism Spectrum Disorders (ASD) Unit: Assessment and treatment were provided for 434 clients with autism spectrum disorders at the ASD unit during the reporting year. Of them, 64 were from Hindi region. The unit also attended 618 therapy and 73 demonstration therapy cases. Forty seven therapy cases discharged during the period. The total number of therapy sessions conducted was 3019.

Clinic for Adult and Elderly Persons with Language Disorders (CAEPLD): CAEPLD provides clinical services to adult and elderly persons. Totally, 24 clients were evaluated in the clinic during the reporting year. The unit also attended 24 therapy cases in 70 sessions. 

Fluency Unit: This unit catered to the needs of persons with stuttering and other fluency disorders and provided clinical services to 417 persons with fluency disorders in 1663 sessions during the reporting year. 

Implantable Hearing Devices Unit: The activities of this unit include selection of candidates, mapping/programming, trouble shooting of implantable hearing devices such as cochlear implant, bone anchored hearing aids and middle ear implants. During the reporting year, 191 clients were seen in the unit.

Learning Disability Clinic : The learning disability clinic assessed ___ clients with learning disability in ____ sessions and ___ certificates were issued. [[[to ask-Dr.]]]]

Listening Training (LT) Unit: Totally, 2714 persons underwent listening training in 10160 sessions during the reporting year. 

Motor Speech Disorders Unit: This specialized unit caters to the needs of persons with motor speech disorders. It enables them to realize their potential and become contributing members of the society. Totally, there were 83  new clients for speech-language assessment and ___ for feeding assessment. The number of clients for intervention was 104.

Neuropsychology Unit: The services offered in the unit includes the assessment of specific function of the brain through standard individualized test, detailed assessment of lobular functions through standardized batteries and rehabilitation through paper pencil techniques or through computer assisted packages. Totally, 34 (209 sessions) neuropsychological assessments and 3 (10 sessions) neuropsychological rehabilitation were made during the reporting year in the unit.

Professional Voice Care (PVC) Unit: The unit provided specialized assessment and management services to professional voice users during the reporting year. It organized various programs to orient and sensitize professional voice users on care, maintenance and conservation of voice. The unit evaluated 44 clients and provided therapeutic service to three clients during the reporting year. Also, 115 internship and II M.Sc. (SLP) students were provided specialized training in the assessment of voice of professional voice users in 886 hrs. (Asked SLS – Sahana on leave and Tulasi in Seminar – left message with Lab attendant)

Structural Orofacial Anomalies (U- SOFA) Unit: Clients with deformalities in the growth of head and facial bones were given multi-disciplinary diagnostic and rehabilitation services in the clinic. The experts of the clinic evaluated 178 clients during the reporting year.

Vertigo Clinic: The clinic offered comprehensive care in evaluation and management of patients with vertigo. A multidisciplinary team comprising of otolaryngologist, audiologist and neurologist evaluated 97 / 227 (yet to be clarified) patients in the clinic for both peripheral and central vertigo during the reporting year and diagnostic tests like microscopic examination of ear, electro nystagmography, vestibulo spinal tests, neurological evaluation, video nystagmography, audiological tests and vestibular evoked myogenic potential test were carried out for the needy ones. 

Voice Clinic: This clinic offered evaluation and management services to persons of all ages with voice disorders. Totally, 692 clients with voice disorders were evaluated in the clinic using video stroboscopy and software for voice assessment and rehabilitation services was provided for 175 clients.

Medical Specialty & Allied Health Services: The institute facilitated the services of various medical specialists such as pediatrician, neurologist, plastic surgeon, prosthodontist, orthodontist, phono-surgeon and services of allied health professionals such as physiotherapist and occupational therapist, to the needy clients. Totally, 971 patients underwent occupational therapy in 5382 sessions and 654 underwent physiotherapy in 4055 sessions, during the reporting year. In addition, 711, 291, 192 , 169, 112 clients consulted neurologist, pediatrician, plastic surgeon, ph  onosurgeon, ortho-dontist, respectively. The details are given in figure 10.

Special Educational Services 
The various educational services provided for mainstreaming children with special needs include Parent Infant Program for 524 clients in 1945 sessions, Parent Empowerment Program for 1600 clients in 4537 sessions, Preschool Training Program for 207 clients in 3120 sessions, Individualised Education Program for 177 clients in 741 sessions, Curricular Support Services for 365 clients in 1635 sessions, Non-Formal Education / Demonstration Educational Training (DET) for 93 clients in 471 sessions, Guidance and  Counselling for 784 clients in 683 sessions and Special Education Assessment for 740 clients in 740 sessions. 

In addition, a one month summer camp was organized for children with disability from 1st to 25th May, 2016 and 130 children attended the camp. 

Clinical Support Services
The institute extended a diverse range of support services to patients and their family. These include the following.

Distribution and Repairing of Aids: Electro-acoustic evaluation, management and repair of hearing aids were carried out under the aegis of Department of Electronics. Totally 1657 hearing aids were distributed (1401 hearing aids at the main campus and 256 hearing aids at clinical outreach centers), after electro-acoustic evaluation and testing under ADIP scheme. Under AIISH Hearing Aid Dispensing  Scheme, 1070 hearing aids were issued at concessional rate. Also, 69165 hearing aid spares such as HA cells, cords, battery doors, ear hooks, body case and wind weather protector were issued. In addition, 454 body level and 660 BTE hearing aids were repaired, electronic-acoustic evaluation was carried out for 158 hearing aids and 17 audiometers were calibrated.
Counseling and Guidance: The professional experts of the Institute provided counseling and guidance on various aspects of the disorders such as treatment procedures, usage and care of tools like hearing aids during the reporting year.

Distribution of toy kits: _____toy kits were distributed to eligible disabled children worth Rs. 13050.

Issue of Certificates: Various certificates like financial aid, income tax exemption, educational scholarship, and school admission were issued to the eligible candidates during the reporting year, the details of which are given in table 27.

Financial Aid: The institute distributed total amount of Rs. 19,79,916 among 182 clients below poverty line towards the purchase of hearing aids during the reporting year under the aegis of the Department of Clinical Services.
Clinical Observation Posting
