Annual Day: The Institute celebrated its 52nd Annual day on 9th August, 2017. Prof. Dr. R. NSS Activities 
The major activities carried out by the National Service Scheme Unit during the reporting year are the following 
Orientation Programs: An orientation on the NSS activates was provided to the newly joined students regarding the activities of NSS unit was given to the student members on 19th July 2017 in which 120 students participated.

NSS Special Camp: A special camp was conducted at Port Blair, Andaman & Nicobar Islands. The main focus of the present camp was on the identification, assessment and rehabilitation of individuals with communication disorders. Survey was conducted in various wards of Port Blair, Andaman & Nicobar Islands to identify the communication disorders population on 3-13 February 2018. 

Walkathon: A walkathon program was organized for generating public awareness on the concept 'Hear the Future' as a part of World Hearing Day on 3rd February 2018. Several student, staff and general public participated in the events. 

Kannada Classes: Kannada classes were organized for NSS volunteers from other states of India to encourage them to learn the language on 28th October 2018  and about 30 students were participated in the programme.
