A) New-born screening programs for Communication Disorders
The new born hearing screening program was suspended from second week of March at Mysuru hospitals, OSC; NBS centers due to the lockdown followed the outbreak of COVID-19.The new born hearing screening program was resumed by 18.05.2020 in Mysuru hospitals and other few centers.
