	3. Topic/ Discussion notes

	Database Subscription

	The Council discussed the subscription of three databases based on the feedback and suggestions received from the Departments of Audiology, Clinical Services, ENT, Speech-Language Pathology, and Speech-Language Sciences. The databases are MedOne ComSci, MedOne Otolaryngology and SCOPUS. MedOne ComSci is a comprehensive online reference database published by Thieme for audiologists and speech-language pathologists. The first of its kind, MedOne ComSci provides full-text access to 54 Thieme e-books and three e-journals on communication disorders. Also, it provides
Multimedia content perfect for students and instructors. The Institute subscribed to the database previously in 2019. MedOne Otolaryngology is a unique database providing the global otolaryngology community with access to Thieme's entire otolaryngology collection. Scopus is the world's largest abstract and citation database of peer-reviewed scientific journals, books, and conference proceedings.

	The Council reviewed the contents of the three databases in detail and recommended the MedOne ComSci, and SCOPUS databases for the subscription. However, double payment for the journals in MedOne ComSci should be avoided as the same journals are placed for subscriptions for 2022. The MedOne Otolaryngology is dropped as the database contents are limited to Otolaryngology. Though the SCOPUS is an expensive database, the Council observed that it is worth subscribing to as the database comprehensively covers the health science literature, including almost all MEDLINE titles. The approximate yearly subscription price of the MedOneComSci is Rs. 5 lakhs, and that of SCOPUS is Rs.20 lakhs. 

The Council also decided to take the opinion of the Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) regarding the database subscription. 

	Contribution to ERMED Consortium
The Institute received a request from the National Medical Library (NML), Govt. of India (vide letter no. F.No.A-22014/01/2021/NML-ERMED dtd 31.12.21) for a financial contribution towards the subscription of e-journals for the ERMED consortium. Council deliberated on the issue as per the instruction of the Director. The Institute is one among the 70 members of the ERMED consortium of the NML, and we are getting free access to 234 e-journals through the consortium. Now, the NML wanted to share the subscription cost of the ERMED journals with the member institutions as it is annually spending Rs.30 lakhs per member towards subscription. The Council reviewed the list of journals available through the consortium and observed that none of the titles are related to the core domain areas of the Institute though there are a few valuable titles in allied fields. Hence, it is not worth contributing to the consortium. 

	Revision of User Charges

Taking note of the circular no. AIISH/Accts/UC/2021-22/06 dtd 20.01.22 regarding the revision of usage charges of the Institute, the Council reviewed the existing library usage charges and the revision proposed but not implemented for the year 2021-22. The Council felt that the revision proposed for the library charges for the year 2021-22 is reasonable, so further changes are not required. However, it is proposed to withdraw the one-day usage fee of Rs. 30/- and fix Rs. 150/- as the minimum fee for all the categories of temporary members for library reference up to one month.
