1. Orientation Program for Teacher trainees-2018 
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Orientation Program for teacher trainees was conducted on 14th December 2018 in the seminar hall of Knowledge Park from 2.00 PM to 5.30 PM. The orientation program was organised by the Department of Clinical Services. The objective of the orientation program was to create awareness on different communication disorders, classroom adaptations for children with special needs and concessions/facilities available for children with communication disorders. The target group for the program included 280 teacher trainees from BGS B.Ed college and Sharada Vilas B.Ed. College, Mysore. The program was coordinated by Ms. Prathima, S., Itinerant Speech Therapist under the guidance of Dr. N. Sreedevi., HOD- Clinical services. 

Resource persons for the program included Ms. Deepa Anand., Research Assistant, Ms. Prathima S., Itinerant Speech Therapist and Mr. Prashanth R., Medico Social Worker. 

The orientation lecture series by the resource persons began at 2.00 PM. Firstly, Ms. Deepa Anand, Research Assistant, oriented the target group on “Identification of children with communication disorders in regular class rooms”. Second, Ms. Prathima, S., Itinerant Speech Therapist, addressed the audience regarding “Classroom adaptations for children with communication disorders”. Following this, Mr. Prashanth, R., MSW, emphasized on “Welfare measures for persons with communication disorders. 

The participants interacted actively with the resource persons and clarified their doubts. A feedback form was obtained from the participants about the lectures delivered. The graphical representation of the rating for each of the resource person is shown in figure 1. The analysis of the overall scores revealed that majority of the participants rated excellent, followed by very good and good.

All participants gave positive feedback and were very happy about the program. However, few suggestions to improve the program were as follows: 

1. To conduct such programs in large numbers to create awareness among teacher trainees about communication disorders in children. 

2. To educate D.Ed students also.

He studied in Kannada Medium at a regular school up to 10th standard and secured 70% in SSLC. Currently, he’s posted in Vijaya bank, Santhepet Branch in Mysore Region. Ms. Spoorthy B. S. has been diagnosed as hearing impairment. Inspite of her condition she has reached heights. She completed S.S.L.C from CKC High school, Mysore with 81.75% in 2008 and PU in Computer Science from Kautilya Vidyalaya, Mysore with 69.8% in 2010. Further, Bachelor of Engineering in Computer Sciences from NIE, Mysore with 75.5% in 2014 and Master of Technology in Computer Engineering from SJCE,  Mysore with  68.2% in 2016. Currently, she is working as software engineer in Arwizon Digital Private Limited, Bengaluru (since one year).      Sri. Dilip Kumar R. aged 32 years has been diagnosed as Mild Intellectual disability. Since May 2007 he started working in Vinyas Innovative Technologies Private Limited, Mysuru as Production assistant. In the year 2010, he has been awarded as “Best worker” from Rotary Central Mysore.

Smt. Aysha M, mother of master Muhammed Rabeeh M and Muhammed Lahal Shaad  who is diagnosed as SLD with ID and SLD with DD respectively was awarded the “Best mother of the year-2018”.
