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Introduction
Academic Institution Presses (APs) play a major role in scholarly communication by producing and disseminating scientific publications of their host institutions. In some cases these presses are functioning independently and publish the works of scholars in general irrespective of their affiliation. With the developments in I.T. and rise of world wide web as the most .......platform for scientific communication, many of the traditional and renowned academic presses in the developed countries have shifted....
Many of these APs have established their online presence with the emergence of world wide web as the most prominent platform for scientific communication. Na dhave been disseminating the scholarly information resources in a variety of electronic formats in addition to the traditional print formats. 
The availability of open source scholarly publishing tools/applications has been enabling even the APs functioning in developing countries to have web based platforms. 
All India Institute of Speech and Hearing Press - AIISH PRESS
The All India Institute of Speech and Hearing is an autonomous organization established in the year 1965 under the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Govt. of India with the objectives of developing manpower, conducting research, providing clinical care and imparting public education pertaining to communication disorders. Furthering of its objectives, the Institute has been publishing a variety of materials on communication disorders intended both for the scientific and public audience. In order to strengthen and coordinate the publication activities, the Institute initiated a Product Development Cell in the year 2014.  The Product Development Cell set up a an open source software based online platform by name All India Institute of Speech and Hearing Press with the aim of managing and coordinating the scholarly publishing activities of the Institute. The specific objectives of AIISH Press are the following.
1. To improve the quality and reduce the cost of Institute publications
2. To facilitate global visibility and wider distribution of scholarly content
3. To encourage and  enable the scholars to become more involved in scholarly publication
4. To implement a scholarly review system in the publication process
5. To design and develop a completely automated scholarly publishing system 
Software Selection
The software selected for design and development of the Press is Open Monograph Press (OMP) , an open source software for publication and management of monographs designed and developed by the Public Knowledge Project, a multi-university initiative for developing open source applications for scholarly publishing. The software was released in the year 2013. So far, 13 academic institutions world over are making use of the OMP for managing their monograph publications as per the information obtained the official website of Public Knowledge Project.2  [https://pkp.sfu.ca/omp/presses/]. 
The OMP supports all the activities of the publication process from submission of manuscript, through peer reviewing, editing, final production and publication. It also supports online catalogue and distribution of the publications in both open access and payment modes.  
System Requirements / Technical Requirements
The system requirements for the installation and functioning of OMP are:
1. Web Server software such as Apache or MS IIS
2. Scripting Language, PHP
3. Database Server software such as MySQL or PostgreSQL
4. Linux based operating system  such as Ubuntu/Debian
Software Installation and Configuration
The latest stable version of the software, 1.1.1-1 was downloaded and installed on an ordinary desktop PC with the following hardware and software specifications on a temporary basis. 
Design, Development and Customization of the Press
The software installed was thoroughly modified and customized to meet the publication activities of the Institye. Necessary coding was done and script written for this purpose. 
a. Setting up of the Press
The Press was setup by : (1) designing a masthead detailing the Press name, desctiption and detailing the press personnel, (2) creating the categories of the publications under ‘Public Education Materials’, ‘Professional Learning Materials’, ‘Test/Therapy Materials’ and ‘Others’ (3) Incorporating copyright notice, author guidelines, privacy statement, and focus and scope of the press, defining policies on open access, review and competing interest. 
b. Website Settings
[bookmark: _GoBack]The front end appearance of the site  was desnged by incoprporating graphic image with logos for the header and copyright information and other details on the footer. Cascading style sheets were designed and uploaded. The side bars were avoided as it is an outdated website feature and alos, the sute without side bars will enhance its mobile phone accessibility. In addition, features for displaying the newly relased books, features books and Books on Spotlight on the home page were setup. Other website settings carried out include: language settings, static page creations, navigation and announcements.
Settings for Manuscript Submission and Publication Process Workflow
The following settings / configuration and programming were done to facilitate a completely online manuscript submission and publication system for the Press.
a. Creation of manuscript genre to facilitate an organized submission of materials for publication such Book Manuscript, Chapter Manuscript, Glossary, Index, Preface, Photos, Figures and Illustrations. 
b. Compilation of check list for submission to ensure that the authors have followed all the procedures while submitting proposal for publication and Reviewer guidelines to ensure objective review process.
c. Set the options for review time and review reminder 
d. Set the option for assigning Product Code and ISBN for the  materials
e. Creation of new e-mail templates and modification of the existing templates for communication among different user roles during the publication process. 
Definition of User Roles 
The following user roles were identified for the smooth and effective functioning of the Press.
1. Author with the roles to submit the manuscript online, check the status of submitted manuscript, answer the reviewer’s/copy editors/layout editor’s queries and proof read the galleys.
2. Press Manager with the roles to set up the Press, manage and coordinate overall functioning of the Press and assigning the manuscript to the concerned Press Editor  to take through review and editorial processes. 
3. Press Editor with the roles to check the plagiarism of the manuscript, assisgn the reviewer, copy editor and layout editor for the manuscript
4. Reviewer with the role to  review the manuscript 
5. Copy Editor with the role to copy edit the manuscript
6. Layout Editor with the role to format the manuscript and prepare galleys for the publication formats.
Design of the Work Flow
A workflow for the publication process starting with submission of manuscript by an author till its publication was designed suitable for the Institute publication activities. The workflow designed is given below.
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Publication Formats
Considering the nature of the Institute publications, the following publication formats were selected.  The format will be decided on cases to case basis during the production stage.
